All contractors working on behalf of the organiser in any capacity will provide the hirer a
copy of their current public liability policy {minimum cover $20 million) prior to engaging in
any activity in the facility. It is the responsibility of the hirer to ensure that a copy of the
policy is attached to the application.

Smoking is not permitted anywhere inside Council owned facilities.

Animals (with the exception of assistance animals) are not permitted to enter the facility.

All children present must be under adult supervision at all times.

The hirer will ensure that adequate provisions are made to control the behaviour of patrons
attending the function. This provision includes the behaviour of patrons when leaving the
venue with consideration shown to neighbouring residents, It is generally accepted that the
premises will be vacated by 2.00am

Complaints of excessive noise or unruly behaviour may render the hirer or associated
organisation unacceptable to utilise Council Facilities for future functions.

The hirer shall comply with all relevant Local, State and Federal, Laws, Acts, Legislation and
Regulations.

Any injuries to persons or damages to property sustained during the period of hire must be
reported to Coolamon Shire Council as soon as is practicable,

The Hirer will leave the Premises in a clean and tidy condition and will be responsible to
compensate the Council for any damage or loss suffered during the hired period. The Hirer
shall not, at any stage, use nails, tacks or any other material that will damage the fabric of
the building. Any bond paid in association with the hire will be used to offset the costs of

Any ratepayer who cannot pay their rates or charges for reason of financial hardship can
apply to Council for assistance at any time. Each individual case will be considered on its
merits.

The following conditions will apply:

That actual hardship exists;
That a repayment schedule is devised;
That provided the repayment schedule is adhered to, that no interest is payable;
That a default in the repayment schedule will involve interest being levied from the
day after the date of the last payment;
o Any repayment schedule less than 12 months will require certain, but limited,
financial information as per the Hardship Application Form;
e  Any repayment schedule greater than 12 months will require:
o evidence of meetings with financial advisors and their recommendations;
o . copies of operating statements, balance sheets, cash flow statements and
budgets;
o No arrangements greater than two (2) years;

The assistance provided will be determined under the legal requirements of the Local
Government Act 1993,

BACKGROUND

Council recognises that due to exceptional circumstances certain ratepayers do encounter
difficulty in paying their rates and charges. The Local Government Act allows Council to
provide a range of measures to assist those ratepayers in cases of genuine financial
hardship.

HARDSHIP PROVISIONS:

The Local Government Act, 1993 provides Council with two options for providing assistance
to ratepayers who are finding it difficult to pay their rates and charges because of financial
hardship. A summary of the options is as follows-

COOLAMON SHIRE COUNCIL
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Any ratepayer who incurs a rate increase in the first year following a revaluation of land
values can apply to Council for rate relief if the increase in the amount of rates payable
would cause them substantial hardship.

Council has the discretion to waive, reduce or defer the payment of the whole or any part of
the increase in the amount of the rate payable.

Council set the period of time for when ratepayer applications can be made under this
Section be limited to within three months of receipt of their first instalment notice.

SECTION 564 AND 567, OF THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 1993
Council can enter into payment agreements with ratepayers, who cannot meet their
instalments payments and may write off interest charges.

APPLICATION +

This policy is applicable to Coolamon Shire Council in all its operations and functions,
including those situations where employees are required to work off site.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01)
Noxious Weeds Officer Reports
· All roads, lanes and weed harbours continue to be inspected throughout the three Shires, in particular, ABT is the major target for this season.  Good rains have ensured a good crop of these woody weeds.

· Non-government, government agencies and organisations, as well as rural landholders, need to take responsibility for African Boxthorn control on their lands.  Smaller landholders who are unable to carry out control measures will be able to get their properties sprayed for a fee at the same time Council Contractors are conducting spraying operations.  More information will be available closer to the day.  Fruit fly, the common house fly and tomato fly breed in the fruit of this weed.

· Preparations for the Henty Machinery Field Days have commenced with the potting up of weeds and planning for the collection of biological agents as conditions become warmer.

· A project in Junee Shire to make road reserves capable of carrying boom sprays is picking up pace with a number of local brigades making preparations for burns on targeted areas.  This will make viewing of vehicular obstacles easy and their removal possible.

· Noxious weeds management in rail corridors controlled by the John Holland Group remains a concern.

· The 13th NSW Weeds Conference takes place at the Corowa RSL Club, 9-12 September 2013. Key note speakers are Dr John Keniry AM, NSW Natural Resources Commissioner and Dr Tony Grice, CSIRO Townsville. Full program and details at www.nswweedsconference2013.com

· ARDLETHAN
An avenue of trees has been planted at the Ardlethan Cemetery to replace Kurrajongs removed due to disease.
We are trialing a new type of tree guard at this site to give the trees the best chance to establish themselves.  These guards will be removed in 12-18 months time.

Roses have also been planted in the Memorial section of the Cemetery as part of a minor landscape upgrade.

· GANMAIN

Pruning and mulching of Ford Street was undertaken recently along with a landscape upgrade of the garden bed adjacent to the Haystack.  The existing tree was removed and a buxus hedge planted to reflect the landscape along Ford Street.  This also allows better vision of the Haystack attraction.

· COOLAMON

Landscaping works have been completed on the Corner of Booth and Cowabbie Street which included installation of edging, synthetic grass and mulch.

· MARRAR 

Street furniture has been ordered for the Wood Street upgrade.  Work will commence over the coming months.

MATONG PARK (P.01-05)

Council is in receipt of a letter from Sonya Spencer on behalf of the Matong residents and the Matong Public School Leadership Group regarding the condition and request for upgrade to the local park.

Council have replied and advised that the minor maintenance issues have already been addressed or listed for attention in upcoming work schedules.  A number of the requests are not considered maintenance issues and will require capital expenditure from Council for the projects to proceed.  Attachment No. 16.1
The issues requiring capital expenditure are as follows:
· BBQ Lighting

The Matong community believe lighting is inadequate to use the BBQ area at night and safety concerns for children when light becomes dim. Council was of the belief that the BBQ facility would predominantly be used during summer daylight saving hours and would not necessitate the installation of lighting.  A number of lighting options are available and include:
1. Installation of light and timer button – $1,000
2. Installation of power point which residents can utilise to plug in lighting which they provide – $700
Council has experienced a number of minor vandalism issues with the facilities and believe the installation of a light will provide another target.

· Water Drinking Station

(
The community proposed the relocation of the old water drinking fountain in the carparking bay opposite the park (photo attached).  Attachment No. 16.2
The existing fountain is of a poor state and not functional.  To relocate the fountain would require the dismantling of the structure, reconstruction and plumbing and not considered viable.

Another option could be the installation of a more modern water station where water bottles could be filled up at a cost of $2,000.
Access to water is currently be provided by existing taps in the toilets.

· Basketball/Netball area 
Students of the Matong School raised the issue of a concrete area including a basketball/netball hoop, handball squares and rising ramp for scooters and bikes.  The cost to install a concrete slab 7.5 metres X 7.5 metres and hoop equates to $3,700.
Sonya has indicated that the Matong Social Club may have funds available that they could contribute to a basketball/netball ring.
Council has the options to redirect existing funds, draw down additional funds or list the items for consideration in the 2014/2015 town works budget.

COUNCIL SWIMMING POOLS (S.19-01)

Issues were raised last season over the length of operation of the pools both for daily or weekly opening hours and also regarding the length of season.  Further to this Council has also received a request from one of the pool operators to commence the pre season very early this year.  A copy of the request is provided for your information.  Attachment No. 13.1
(
In accordance with this request it is thought appropriate that Council should consider the financial implications of opening the pools and the increased burden of costs.  A summary of the last five year working budgets for each of these pools has been attached for your information.  Attachment No. 13.2
As can be seen from the costings provided there has been a significant increase in pool running costs at the Coolamon Pool.  This has been attributed to the increase cost of running the new pump and filtration equipment.  This is a requirement of meeting the public health guidelines for water quality in public pools.  

The work being undertaken in Ardlethan and proposed work at Ganmain are to also upgrade the pump and filtration equipment to meet public health requirements.  From this it can be assumed that there will be similar increases in running costs.

As can be seen from the above figures, the cost of running the pool, just in the provision of water and power, is somewhere between $1,254.69 and $1,882.04.  This is based on a season that runs from November to March that is flexible at either end of the season.  So to average out the above costs, it is approximately $1,500 to run the Coolamon Pool for a week.  This excludes chemical and other associated costs.
When Council receives requests from Contractors or the Community over starting early or extending the season, then these costs must be taken into consideration.

WEEKLY OPERATING HOURS

The last several seasons has seen some contention over the operating hours of the pools during the season.  Council has always allowed some flexibility around when the Contractor opens or shuts but requires a minimum number of hours per day and per week.

As per the last season the pools operated on the following minimum hours:

Coolamon and Ganmain
· Monday to Friday (Outside School holidays) – 2.00pm to 6.00pm.

· Saturday, Sunday, Public Holidays and School Holidays – 10.00am to 12.30pm and 1.00pm to 6.00pm.

Ardlethan
· Monday to Friday (Outside School holidays) – 2.00pm to 7.00pm.

· Saturday, Sunday, Public Holidays and School Holidays – 1.00pm to 7.00pm.

· At times during School hours required by the Central School and other Government bodies to run Swimming Programmes.
Once again it must be stressed that these are minimum hours only and should the Contractors wish to open longer than that is permitted.  It should also be noted that the Contractor may have to close the pool for safety reasons (eg:  thunderstorm) at short notice.

DEVELOPMENT APPLICATION 20/2013 – GRAIN HANDLING & RAIL LOADING FACILITY RAIL LEASE (PROPOSED LOT 2 DP 819718) – RAILWAY STREET ARDLETHAN  (PF2492/55)
Council are in receipt of a development application to construct a grain handling and rail loading facility in Ardlethan. The site itself is located upon a lease within the rail corridor on the southern side of the main rail line, and bounding the northern and eastern sides of the existing concrete grain silo facility operated by Graincorp.

The applicant currently operates a bulk storage and handling facility on the Kamarah Tank Road and is required to freight bulk grain via road to Marrar in order to get the grain on rail and then to port. The proposal, if approved, would allow for the loading of bulk grain onto rail within Ardlethan and therefore remove a large quantity of heavy vehicles from local roads.

A copy of the proposal has been attached.  Attachment No. 14.1
The application was submitted following ongoing discussions between Council staff and Preston Grain, a grain merchant with operations based in Ardlethan and Temora.

As previously noted, the site of the proposed development is located upon a lease currently being finalised between the applicant and the rail authority. The leased area, as shown upon the attached plans, consists of a main triangular shaped allotment in which the majority of the operations will take place upon, whilst access will be obtained via the 9.2m ‘access handle’, providing access from Railway Street via a right of carriageway that also serves the existing Graincorp site.

Matters for Consideration

Section 79C of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979 requires Council to consider several matters prior to determining an application. In this instance these matters include consideration of the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011, the likely impacts of the development on the surrounding area in terms of environmental, social and economic sustainability, the suitability of the site for the proposal, any submissions received, and the public interest.

· Compliance with the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011

In accordance with Council’s LEP, the subject site is zoned SP2 – Infrastructure (Railway). As such, the proposal is permitted with consent within this zone. It should also be noted that an objective for this zone is for the provision of infrastructure and related uses, which in this instance relates specifically to rail infrastructure.

· Potential Impact on the surrounding area

From a planning perspective, there are a number of specific factors that need to be considered. These are as follows:

Amenity

Whilst the site is accessed via Railway Street, the operation will be visible from Ariah Street. The existing parks will provide the only buffer between the site and the Ariah Street commercial area. In reality this is no different to the current scenario with the existing Graincorp operation.

Also of note is the height of the grain elevator, which has a proposed height of 30m. This height is comparable to, and in keeping with, the existing surrounds and infrastructure (specifically the existing concrete silo operated by Graincorp located beside the subject site) and should therefore not be detrimental to the existing streetscape.

Traffic

The applicant proposes to enter the site via a right of carriageway from Railway Street with trucks loaded from the site located on Kamarah Tank Road. Initial estimates based on the details provided by Preston Grain suggest that there will be no actual increase in truck movements on the Kamarah Tank Road, only upon the portion of Railway Street and across the right of carriageway. This is based on the fact that the Preston Grain site must currently truck out bulk grain via the Ardlethan Road (towards Coolamon) to either Marrar or the ABA site located between Coolamon and Marrar. The trade-off is therefore reduced truck movements between Ardlethan and Marrar via Coolamon.

Preston Grain have indicated a willingness to contribute towards upgrading the fore mentioned section of Railway Street as a means of dust prevention, whilst additional dust prevention will be provided via a water truck already utilised by Preston Grain at their sister site. Full details of any required road upgrades will require further investigation by Council staff and negotiation between Council and the applicant. This can be provided through a condition of consent should an approval be granted.

In terms of managing traffic on-site, Preston Grain has provided a Traffic Management Plan upon request from Council.
(
A copy of the Traffic Management Plan has been attached.  Attachment No. 14.2
As indicated by this plan, there is some potential conflict between Preston Grain traffic and Graincorp traffic, particularly with regards to unloaded Graincorp vehicles. This issue was highlighted by Graincorp’s submission, and will be discussed further on in the report.

In terms of internal site movements, the applicant has provided evidence on site to confirm the ability to safely manoeuvre heavy vehicles onsite as per the traffic management plan. As reassurance, Council staff have undertaken further investigations relating to turning circles, etc. These investigations have proven that although manoeuvring may appear tight, truck movements can be undertaken within the defined area.

Site Operations

Within the statement of environmental effects, the applicant has advised that the site will not operate continuously, but rather when demand from end users or delivery commitments require. When the site is in use, the applicant has indicated hours of operation will be between 7.00am and 7.00pm weekdays, and between 8.00am and 7.00pm on weekends and public holidays. These timeframes are in keeping with past approvals issued by Council for industrial uses. It is worth noting that across the Shire, many competing Graincorp sites are known to load to rail well past midnight, particularly during peak harvest periods.

Site Security & Public Safety

From the initial discussions held with the applicant, site security has been a major focal point by Council staff. This was considered necessary based on the potentially sporadic use of the site, and the nature of the infrastructure. Accordingly, the applicant addressed these concerns by proposing a 2.4m high man-proof security fence surrounding the silo, elevator and hopper. The remainder of the site will be predominantly hard-stand vehicle manoeuvring areas, therefore not requiring the same level of security.

With regard to public safety, Council have been advised that the rail line is considered off-limits to the general public, whilst access to the subject site will only be permitted to authorised personnel. It is also noted that the rail corridor manager intends to remove the existing temporary level crossing located at the rear of the park (opposite the Men’s Shed). This will ensure that members of the public are not enticed into the site and therefore remain clear of heavy vehicles and grain handling machinery.

· Suitability of the site for the proposal

In terms of suitability, the site is located on the southern side of the main rail line alongside an existing grain terminal with rail loading capabilities. This suggests that the proposed ‘use’ of the site for grain handling and loading is suitable.

Council however must be mindful of the implications of intensifying the use in this area. Correspondence received by the applicant goes somewhat into allaying these concerns, as it is anticipated that the probability of the proposed Preston Grain and the existing Graincorp sites operating at the same time will be unlikely. Specifically, Preston Grain have stated that the proposed site will not be used for general grain deliveries over the harvest period (the exception being for Canola) but rather intermittent use over the non-harvest period as an inter-modal site. This scenario should therefore see little in the way of actual intensification of the area, as both sites should rarely be using the area at the one time.

Accordingly, the site is generally regarded as being suitable for this type of development.

· Submissions

As per Council policy, the proposal was advertised to neighbouring landholders. The advertising period commenced on the 1st July 2013 and concluded on 21st July 2013, with only 2 submissions being received. The applicant has also advised Council that direct discussions were held with nearby residents and landholders relating to the proposal during this period.

(
Copies of the submissions received by Council have been attached, together with the applicant’s response.  Attachment No. 14.3
In summary, the first of the submissions was received from a neighbouring residence and does not object to the proposal, but rather reiterates the importance of the applicants previously mentioned statement regarding dust suppression. The second submission was received from Gaden’s Lawyers on behalf of Graincorp, and subsequently objects to the proposal on several grounds, including traffic, congestion of the rail line, and various other issues such as waste management and chemical storage.

Council must be conscious not to create or protect a commercial interest when considering an application and this is no different.  The matters that Council assess as part of this application are a fair and reasonable assessment of the proposal.
The concern regarding traffic relates to several key areas. These are the lack of a traffic management plan, lack of detail regarding traffic volumes and the capacity of the existing road network to deal with additional traffic flow, lack of other related infrastructure such as a weighbridge and sampling stand, use rights over the right of carriageway, on-site traffic safety, traffic conflict and the physical ability of the site to handle internal vehicle movements. As indicated within the applicant’s response to the submission, all points have been adequately addressed, either through the response statement itself, via the Traffic Management Plan or Conditions of Consent.
The most sensitive of the traffic issues appears to be the potential conflict between Preston Grain vehicles and Graincorp vehicles. At present Graincorp vehicles unload and then turn towards the railway line in order to exit the site. In doing so they in fact leave the land currently owned/leased by Graincorp, and encroach onto the land which is subject to this proposal (specifically the ‘access handle’ of the site), leased by Preston Grain.

Preston Grain has advised Council that they have approached Graincorp regarding the co-use of this land, however Graincorp has not made itself available for negotiation. Nevertheless, Council staff have made contact with management at both John Holland Rail (manager of the rail corridor) and Transport for NSW (State Government body and owner of the rail corridor), and interestingly each party confirmed that they have attempted to facilitate negotiations with Graincorp over access with little success.

Based on the information at hand, it appears that Preston Grain are in fact entitled to priority use of this land for access purposes as demonstrated by the lease agreement between themselves and Transport NSW, and that in order for Graincorp to continue their operations they must negotiate with Preston Grain.

With regards to congestion of the rail line, Preston Grain have provided details from Pacific National (a rail transport provider) confirming that loading of the trains is possible without detrimentally affecting site operations or rail traffic. This too has been confirmed with John Holland Rail. As with the site access issue, a reasonable degree of communication between Preston Grain and Graincorp will be required in order to satisfy this matter.

Other issues that have been raised as concerns by Graincorp include the impact on surrounding residential land uses (in terms of dust and noise), a lack of information regarding fumigation and the storage of dangerous goods and inadequate provision of onsite amenities and waste management.

As with previous issues however, the additional information as provided by Preston Grain appears to satisfactorily address these issues.

· The Public Interest

The public interest is represented by a number of factors in this proposal. First and foremost is the investment of substantial infrastructure in the Ardlethan community. This could be seen by Council and locals as a vote of confidence for the village. Further to this is the potential for job creation in the community, which can be regarded as both a social and economic gain.

Finally, and of equal importance, is the fact that the proposal would remove a large quantity of long-haul heavy vehicles off local roads. This would no doubt provide for much safer roads, as well as a reduced burden on road maintenance.

Summary
On face value, the proposal appears to benefit not only the community of Ardlethan, but also the wider Coolamon Shire. This is evident by the potential for additional jobs created by the proposal and the investment within the Ardlethan community itself, together with a real reduction on the number of long-haul heavy vehicles on local roads.

Whilst there does appear to be a fair degree of jostling in terms of location and access, Council’s assessment is based on the application as submitted. As a result, the assessment considered not only the plans and the associated statement of environmental effects, but also the submissions received from stakeholders as well as the applicant’s response to those submissions.

A Construction Certificate may be issued either by Council or an appropriately accredited certifier.  A separate application, complete with detailed plans and specification must be submitted and approved prior to any work on site.

These plans must include Certified Structural Engineers drawings prepared by a Practicing Structural Engineer of professional status in respect of:

a. Structural steelwork

b. Footing/slab design

c. Silo, elevator and hopper design

d. Tie-down and bracing detail

2. Full details of the proposed upgrade to Railway Street and the right of access carriageway are to be submitted to Council’s Executive Manager, Engineering & Technical Services prior to the issuing of a Construction Certificate.

SITE MANAGEMENT

3. The development shall not interfere with the amenity of the neighbourhood by reason of the omission of noise, vibrations, smell, fumes, smoke, vapour, steam, soot, ash, dust or water waste, waste products or grit, oil or any other form of pollution that may affect the neighbouring amenity.

4. Stormwater (including run-off from downpipes and hardstand areas) shall be discharged clear of the proposed structures and existing rail infrastructure, and in a manner that does not cause disruption to neighbouring and/or adjoining land uses. All associated drainage infrastructure shall be suitably protected.

5. All areas associated with on-site grain handling shall be fenced with a 2.4m high man proof security fence. No work is to commence on-site until the fence has been erected and inspected by Council.

6. The proposed development shall comply with the requirements of Transport for NSW and the rail transport operator of the Country Regional Network. All such requirements shall be lodged with and approved by Council prior to an Occupation Certificate being granted.

7. The operation of all machinery on-site must at all times comply with the NSW Industrial Noise Policy (1999), in which case the noise generated by the machinery or other such items would be considered unacceptable if it exceeds the background noise level (LAeq) by 5 dB.

8. All vehicles entering and leaving the site shall do so in a forward direction, as indicated on the plan of traffic management. Any proposed alterations may only be done so following approval by Council.

9. The internal manoeuvring and unloading areas associated with the grain handling operation shall be constructed to a suitably drained, waterproof and dustproof surface, with appropriate measures undertaken to ensure dust suppression is maintained.

10. A detailed waste management plan is to be provided to Council for approval prior to the commencement of on-site operations. The plan should detail how waste generation will be minimised and how waste material will be dealt with (including any contaminated grain).

DURING CONSTRUCTION

11. All requirements of the Workcover Authority (including the Dangerous Goods Branch) shall be complied with for the duration of all building and construction works.

12. Construction work shall take place during normal working hours, namely 7.00 a.m. to 5.00 p.m. Mondays to Fridays and 8.00a.m. to 1.00p.m. Saturdays (no work on Sundays or Public Holidays) and in a manner so as not cause a nuisance (by the generation unreasonable noise or other activity) to the owners and/or residents of adjoining properties.

13. For the purpose of inspection, twenty-four (24) hours notice must be given to the Principal Building Surveyor in respect of the following works for reasons of required inspections:-

i. Footing;

ii. Slab and other Steel Reinforcement;

iii. Frame;

iv. Stormwater;

v. Final prior to occupation.

14. Building and construction materials, plant, equipment and the like are not to be placed or stored at any time on Council’s footpath or roadway.

15. Provision shall be made on site for the proper storage and disposal of waste such that no builder’s waste shall be left in the open.  Specific attention should be given to items which are subject to relocation by the action of wind, e.g. paper, sheets of iron, ridge capping, cement and lime bags and the like.

16. Site signage shall apply, and must be erected on the site in a prominent, visible position, stating that unauthorised entry to the site is not permitted.  It should show the name of the builder or another person responsible for the site and a telephone number at which the builder or other persons can be contacted outside working hours.  Any structures erected to meet requirements of this condition must be removed when it is no longer required for the purposes for which it was erected.

PRIOR TO OCCUPATION

17. The applicant is to obtain an Occupation Certificate pursuant to Section 109C of the EP&A Act 1979, as amended, from either Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority at the completion of the works to certify that works have been completed in accordance with the applicable standards of this consent.

FIRE SAFETY

18. The owner shall submit to Council a Final Fire Safety Certificate stating that each essential fire safety measure specified in the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building to which the certificate relates:

i. Has been assessed by a properly qualified person, and

ii. Was found, when assessed, to be capable of performing to a standard not less than that required by the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building.

Further, the assessment is to be carried out within a period of three (3) months of the date on which the Final Fire Safety Certificate was issued.  The owner of the building shall forward a copy of the Certificate to the NSW Fire Brigades and also prominently display a copy in the building.

Note:  A Final Safety Certificate must be provided before a Final Occupation Certificate can be issued for the building.

19. The building is to comply with the attached Fire Safety Schedule.

Note:  The attached schedule supersedes any earlier fire safety schedules and will cease to have effect when any later schedule is issued.

20. The owner shall submit to Council an Annual Fire Safety Statement each twelve months after the Final Safety Certificate was issued.

21. Portable fire extinguishers containing an extinguishing agent suitable for the risk being protected must be installed in accordance with AS 2444. Whilst the building is under construction not less than 1 extinguisher to suite Class A, B and C fires and electrical fires must be provided at all times adjacent to each required exit.

MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS  

22. This approval only provides consent for the use of the site as a bulk grain handling and rail loading facility. Any additional use (including the use of the site for the loading of containers onto rail) or structures that are not indicated on the stamped approved plans will require additional consent from Council.

DOG ATTACK – 1 DEVLIN STREET COOLAMON (A.08-04)
Council Officers were recently informed of an alleged dog attack that took place on the afternoon of Friday, 12th July 2013 on the road outside of 1 Devlin Street, Coolamon.

According to accounts from Council’s Ranger, a teenage girl was running past the residence when a 15-month old Jack Russell Terrier exited the yard, chased her and bit her on the ankle. There is no evidence to suggest that the bite inflicted any severe wound or caused any serious injury. In the previous week, Council’s Ranger had already been to the premises to speak with the residents with regards to keeping their dog within the yard, as complaints had been received about the dog wandering.

At this point it is worth noting that the majority of dealings have been with the dog owner’s daughter and grandson, as the identified owner is an elderly pensioner. The dog has been microchipped and identified upon the NSW Companion Animals Register, but has not been registered.

Section 33 of the Companion Animals Act 1998 states that a dog can be declared dangerous if (without provocation) it attacks, threatens to attack or displays unreasonable aggression towards a person or animal. On the other hand, Section 21 makes provision for Nuisance Dogs in circumstances where, for instance, a dog repeatedly runs at or chases a person or animal. Nuisance Orders are valid for 6 months.

The allegations received by Council clearly state that the teenage girl was bitten, albeit in a minor way that caused little physical harm. Council staff has therefore been assessing the incident as an attack. Consequently, correspondence was issued to the owner of the dog indicating that Council was investigating an alleged dog attack and that they should provide any information relating to the incident, as the dog may be declared dangerous.
No correspondence was forthcoming from the owner or any other family member within the allocated timeframe. A statement was only received from the owner’s daughter following numerous visits from Council’s Ranger.

· Distributed with the information papers is a copy of the Submission received by Council on behalf of Dog Owner.  Attachment No. 17
The statement does not provide any specific reason as to why the dog should not be declared dangerous. The letter does state however that the dog has since been de-sexed and is kept either on a chain or inside the home. No evidence has been received as yet to confirm the animals de-sexing.
Councillors may recall that if a dog is declared to be dangerous, the owner must take significant actions to prevent a repeat of the dangerous behaviour. These actions include having the dog de-sexed, having the dog wear a distinctive collar, the displaying of warning signs on the property boundaries, keeping the dog in a compliant child-proof enclosure and ensuring the dog is muzzled whenever outside of the enclosure. Nuisance dogs however must only comply with specific actions designated by Council to ensure the nuisance behaviour ceases.

On face value, many of the above listed items specified for dangerous dogs do appear to be overkill for a Jack Russell Terrier, for instance a muzzle and a child-proof enclosure; however, the dog has reportedly already been de-sexed since the incident occurred. Nevertheless, if a dog is declared dangerous it must comply with all of the prescribed ownership conditions regardless of breed, size or any other such factor.

There are also numerous penalties that can be applied to the owner of the dog. These include owning an unregistered dog ($220), owning a dog not under effective control ($220) and owning a dog that has attacked a person or animal ($550).

The determination before Council must therefore consider whether the dog should or should not be declared dangerous, and whether any further action is required.

The facts surrounding this incident can be summarised as follows:

1)
Council staff had visited the property in the week prior to the alleged incident to ensure the dog was being kept inside the yard. This was in response to Council receiving a complaint.
2)
The following week Council received a complaint alleging the dog had bit a teenage girl on the ankle whilst outside of its yard. No major injury or damage was reported as a result.
3)
The dog was identified, but not registered.
4)
The owner (including any family representative) did not produce a statement within the allocated timeframe, and only did so following numerous visits from the Ranger.
5)
The full co-operation with Council by the owner is questionable, although the dog has reportedly since been de-sexed, and is being kept on a chain or inside. Evidence of the de-sexing is currently being sought.
6)
If the dog was to be declared dangerous, it would be required to meet the requirements for dangerous dogs as listed above.
7)
If the dog was instead declared a nuisance, it would need to only comply with any conditions imposed by Council for a period of 6 months.
8)
A number of Penalty Notices can be applied.

In taking all of the above mentioned factors into consideration, the problem has arisen due to the owner of the dog not taking on board Council’s earlier advice relating to keeping the dog contained within its yard. Had the dog been contained in its yard, it would not have been able to wander and subsequently bite somebody. Additionally, evidence suggests that the ‘attack’ itself was not vicious (i.e., a lack of injury and damage) in comparison to past incidences across the Shire. An ankle bite from a Jack Russell should realistically not warrant the same degree of action by Council compared to a much larger dog that has caused physical damage, long-term harm, or even death.

The incident itself therefore should be considered a consequence of irresponsible dog ownership, rather than the doings of a dangerous dog. For this reason it is recommended that all action be taken against the owner of the dog rather than the dog itself. Specifically this action should include a Nuisance Dog Order requiring the owner to ensure the dog does not cause any further nuisance by wandering, and a penalty notice for owning a dog not under effective control.

Recommendation

That Council commence action for the issuing of a Nuisance Dog Order to the owner of the Jack Russell Terrier; a Penalty Notice of $220 be issued for owning a dog not under effective control and that the owner be required to finalise registration of the dog within 7 days of Council’s determination.

The land is currently zoned RU1 Primary Production and under the current Local Environmental Plan (LEP) 2011 the minimum land size that permits erection of a dwelling is 200 hectares.  There are a few exceptions to this rule, the first being whether or not the lot is an existing holding, and secondly whether or not a development consent has been granted prior to the commencement of the 2011 document.
Under this current definition the land is not an existing holding as the land was subdivided in 1997.  This then requires further investigation of the clause that relates to Council approved Subdivisions.
Clause 4.2B (3)(b) of the LEP 2011, states that:

“Development consent must not be granted to the erection of a dwelling house on land which this clause applies, and on which no dwelling house has been erected, unless the land is a lot created before this Plan commenced and on which the erection of a dwelling house was permissible immediately before that commencement”.

The Plan known as the Coolamon LEP 2011 commenced on the 18 February 2011.  Prior to this the Coolamon LEP 1995 was the preceding and relevant document.  This 1995 Plan permitted the erection of a dwelling on “land comprising a lot in a Subdivision consented to by the Council for the purpose of erecting dwellings”.

The development consent for the Subdivision of land occurred in 1997. At the time the minimum land size that would permit a rural dwelling was 100 hectares.  This is the reason the Subdivision was undertaken to that size.
Council will recall that when developing the 2011 document it was developed under the premise that all building rights that had been legally gained through either maintenance of an existing holding or approved Subdivisions would be retained.  This was not in keeping with the proposed standard template and Council had to write it into the new 2011 LEP.  The interpretation of this clause to allow the dwelling right to continue is in keeping with this strategic approach.
It is important to note that this issue is not to be confused with the concessional allotments that were removed by the previous Labour Government and were not permissible immediately prior to this 2011 document.
Recommendation
That Council advise the owner that a dwelling permit still exists on the above mentioned land.
