FIT FOR THE FUTURE ANALYSIS

As you would be aware the Fit for the Future reforms announced by the State Government has been linked to 7 benchmarks that represent Council’s sustainability, Infrastructure and Service Management and Efficiency.  The template submission that Council is required to make by 30 June this year requires the calculation of these ratios on Council’s General Fund only.

As part of the budget preparation 6 of the 7 ratios have already been determined by Council staff.  The final ratio will be determined following the completion of the revaluation of Council’s Roads, Bridges, Footpaths & Stormwater drainage.

The ratios and the rationale behind them is detailed below:
Sustainability
Operating Performance Ratio

	Total continuing operating revenue (exc. capital grants and contributions) 
less operating expenses

	Total continuing operating revenue (exc. capital grants and contributions) 



Description and Rationale for Criteria:
· TCorp in their review of financial sustainability of local government found that operating performance was a core measure of financial sustainability.

· Ongoing operating deficits are unsustainable and they are one of the key financial sustainability challenges facing the sector as a whole. While operating deficits are acceptable over a short period, consistent deficits will not allow Councils to maintain or increase their assets and services or execute their infrastructure plans.

· Operating performance ratio is an important measure as it provides an indication of how a Council generates revenue and allocates expenditure (e.g. asset maintenance, staffing costs). It is an indication of continued capacity to meet on-going expenditure requirements.

Description and Rationale for Benchmark:
· TCorp recommended that all Councils should be at least break even operating position or better, as a key component of financial sustainability. Consistent with this recommendation the benchmark for this criteria is greater than or equal to break even over a 3 year period.

Own Source Revenue

	Total continuing operating revenue less all grants and contributions

	Total continuing operating revenue inclusive of capital grants and contributions


Description and Rationale for Criteria:
· Own source revenue measures the degree of reliance on external funding sources (e.g. grants and contributions). This ratio measures fiscal flexibility and robustness. Financial flexibility increases as the level of own source revenue increases. It also gives councils greater ability to manage external shocks or challenges.
· Councils with higher own source revenue have greater ability to control or manage their own operating performance and financial sustainability.
Description and Rationale for Benchmark:
· TCorp has used a benchmark for own source revenue of greater than 60 per cent of total operating revenue. All Councils should aim to meet or exceed this benchmark over a three year period.

· It is acknowledged that many councils have limited options in terms of increasing its own source revenue, especially in rural areas. However, 60 per cent is considered the lowest level at which councils have the flexibility necessary to manage external shocks and challenges.

Building & Infrastructure Renewal Ratio

	Asset renewals (building and infrastructure)

	Depreciation, amortisation and impairment (building and infrastructure)


Description and Rationale for Criteria:
· The building and infrastructure renewals ratio represents the replacement or refurbishment of existing assets to an equivalent capacity or performance, as opposed to the acquisition of new assets or the refurbishment of old assets that increase capacity or performance. The ratio compares the proportion spent on infrastructure asset renewals and the asset’s deterioration.

· This is a consistent measure that can be applied across councils of different sizes and locations. A higher ratio is an indicator of strong performance

Description and Rationale for Benchmark:
· Performance of less than one hundred percent indicates that a Council’s existing assets are deteriorating faster than they are being renewed and that potentially council’s infrastructure backlog is worsening. Councils with consistent asset renewals deficits will face degradation of building and infrastructure assets over time.

· Given that a ratio of greater than one hundred percent is adopted, to recognise that capital expenditures are sometimes lumpy and can be lagged, performance is averaged over three years.

Infrastructure & Service Management

Infrastructure Backlog Ratio

	Estimated cost to bring assets to a satisfactory condition

	Total (WDV) of infrastructure, buildings, other structures and depreciable land improvement assets


Description and Rationale for Criteria:

· The infrastructure backlog ratio indicates the proportion of backlog against the total value of the Council’s infrastructure assets. It is a measure of the extent to which asset renewal is required to maintain or improve service delivery in a sustainable way.  This measures how councils are managing their infrastructure which is so critical to effective community sustainability.

· It is acknowledged, that the reliability of infrastructure data within NSW local government is mixed. However, as asset management practices within councils improve, it is anticipated that infrastructure reporting data reliability and quality will increase.

· This is a consistent measure that can be applied across councils of different sizes and locations. A low ratio is an indicator of strong performance.

Description and Rationale for Benchmark:
· High infrastructure backlog ratios and an inability to reduce this ratio in the near future indicate an underperforming Council in terms of infrastructure management and delivery. Councils with increasing infrastructure backlogs will experience added pressure in maintaining service delivery and financing current and future infrastructure demands.

· TCorp adopted a benchmark of less than 2 per cent to be consistently applied across councils. The application of this benchmark reflects the State Government’s focus on reducing infrastructure backlogs.

Asset Maintenance Ratio

	Actual asset maintenance

	Required asset maintenance


Description and Rationale for Criteria:
· The asset maintenance ratio reflects the actual asset maintenance expenditure relative to the required asset maintenance as measured by an individual council.
· The ratio provides a measure of the rate of asset degradation (or renewal) and therefore has a role in informing asset renewal and capital works planning.

Description and Rationale for Benchmark:
· The benchmark adopted is greater than one hundred percent, which implies that asset maintenance expenditure exceeds the council identified requirements. This benchmark is consistently adopted by the NSW Treasury Corporation (TCORP). A ratio of less than one hundred percent indicates that there may be a worsening infrastructure backlog.

· Given that a ratio of greater than one hundred percent is adopted, to recognise that maintenance expenditure is sometimes lumpy and can be lagged, performance is averaged over three years.

Debt Service Ratio

	Cost of debt service  (interest expense & principal repayments)

	Total continuing operating revenue (exc. capital grants and contributions


Description and Rationale for Criteria:

· Prudent and active debt management is a key part of Councils’ approach to both funding and managing infrastructure and services over the long term.

· Prudent debt usage can also assist in smoothing funding costs and promoting intergenerational equity. Given the long life of many council assets it is appropriate that the cost of these assets should be equitably spread across the current and future generations of users and ratepayers. Effective debt usage allows councils to do this.

· Inadequate use of debt may mean that councils are forced to raise rates that a higher than necessary to fund long life assets or inadequately fund asset maintenance and renewals. It is also a strong proxy indicator of a council’s strategic capacity.

· Council’s effectiveness in this area is measured by the Debt Service Ratio.

Description and Rationale for Benchmark:
· As outlined above, it is appropriate for Councils to hold some level of debt given their role in the provision and maintenance of key infrastructure and services for their community. It is considered reasonable for Councils to maintain a Debt Service Ratio of greater than 0 and less than or equal to 20 per cent.

· Councils with low or zero debt may incorrectly place the funding burden on current ratepayers when in fact it should be spread across generations, who also benefit from the assets. Likewise high levels of debt generally indicate a weakness in financial sustainability and/or poor balance sheet management.
Efficiency

Real Operating Expenditure per Capita

Description and Rationale for Criteria:
· At the outset it is acknowledged the difficulty in measuring public sector efficiency. This is because there is a range of difficulty in reliably and accurately measuring output.
· The capacity to secure economies of scale over time is a key indicator of operating efficiency. The capacity to secure efficiency improvements can be measured with respect to a range of factors, for example population, assets, and financial turnover.
· It is challenging to measure productivity changes over time. To overcome this, changes in real per capita expenditure was considered to assess how effectively Councils:
· can realise natural efficiencies as population increases (through lower average cost of service delivery and representation); and
· can make necessary adjustments to maintain current efficiency if population is declining (e.g. appropriate reductions in staffing or other costs).
· Assuming that service levels remain constant, decline in real expenditure per capita indicates efficiency improvements
These figures, with the exception of the Infrastructure Backlog Ratio can be found on pages 19 & 20 of Book 2 of the budget.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01)

Noxious Weeds Officer Reports
· March has remained dry and predominately hot.  This has slowed weeds down but not stopped other noxious weeds such as Silver Leaf Nightshade, Coolatai grass and Johnson grass.  These weeds are sited on road reserves or along railway lines where moisture has accumulated.  

· Fine tuning of the region’s Weed Action Plan, which is a compilation of every Local Control Authority’s individual plan has taken up much time in March, as our funding for the next five years from the Department of Primary Industries (DPI) depend completely on it.  Workshops held at our latest EARNWAG Meeting and at Darlington Point have been aimed at completing this important document.

· A major incursion of Coolatai grass and Johnson grass on the rail line between Old Junee and Marrar was reported to John Holland Rail on 31 March, 2015.  A response from them states that they have “actioned this issue for inspection and control”.

· Similarly a sizable number of Johnson grass exists along the rail line from Bethungra to Junee.  This has been reported to Australian Rail Track Corporation (ARTC) and a crew is presently spraying this as at 30 March, 2015.

· A recent inspection of the Junee Abattoirs was conducted following spraying of Spiny burr grass and Bathurst burr, indicated a mixed result.  Further spraying of the area has been carried out and a subsequent inspection has been scheduled.

· A display of noxious weeds was taken to the Fox Bait session at Junee Reefs Hall on the 25 March, 2015.  The noxious weeds are of concern because they are little known in the district and could “fly under the radar” and delay identification and control measures.

· Interest in a “relatively new weed” has risen with it becoming noticeable along several roads in the district.  The weed is “Feather Top Rhodes grass”.  It is well established in the northern grain growing areas, and is emerging as a problem in the south.  It has relative tolerance to glyphosate and has fine light seeds that are readily spread by the wind.

· A major incursion of Silverleaf Nightshade was successfully sprayed along Seberrys Lane.

· Two sites of Prairie ground cherry has increased to five with two being on road reserves and one on private property.  One of the initial sites has expanded from its initial location 250m along a fence line leading RENWA Staff to think again that it may have been spread in pipe laying operations by the then NRCC Agency.  These five sites have been sprayed and a follow up inspection scheduled to determine its success.

Ganmain will shortly have Crepe Myrtles planted along Waterview Street following the construction of a new footpath and removal of several unsuitable species.

· TREATED EFFLUENT

There is currently ample water at the Trotting track storage dams, however, being able to deliver it to the storage dam quickly enough is our main issue.

Renovation and weed control will be conducted over coming weeks as Soccer ramps up for a busy season.

· MAINTENANCE

· Pools

All pools are currently being inspected and identified maintenance issues repaired during the off season.  Pools are being left reasonably full to provide water for road works if required.

· SES Building

The SES building in Coolamon is currently seeing maintenance work being done.  The old original building had very poor water protection and as a result damage has occurred to framing timbers and internal lining.

Communication equipment has also been relocated to facilitate works.  New flashing and guttering along with timber and gyprock replacement is underway.

Unit 10 has recently been refurbished with new carpet and a concreted patio area with new patio installed at the rear of the building.  This is the only unit that did not have a covered outdoor area.

In summary, the concerns raised in the submission relate to the use of the rear lane for parking and the potential increase in rear lane traffic which may restrict the movements of current laneway users. Under Section 79C of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979 Council must consider this submission as part of the assessment process.

As is the case with any development proposal within the main street precinct, parking and deliveries are a key consideration that must be addressed. In Council’s Draft Development Control Plan the following development standards and principles apply:

· Carparking for visitors and patrons will be absorbed within the current bank of on-street parking located within the main-street precinct, including the Loughnan and Mann side streets if there is no increase in floor area. This promotes a “park and walk” scenario that encourages people to explore the wider precinct, and therefore provides wider economic opportunities for nearby businesses.

In this instance there is no increase in operational floor area that would require the proponent to provide additional parking spaces for visitors and patrons. Sufficient parking space also exists in Mann Street for coaches and buses, should the need arise.  In addition to this the general classification of the site is not changing, nor is the rate of patronage.
· Carparking for workers shall be provided at a rate of 1 space for every 5 employees.

The proponent has indicated that when the proposal reaches full-scale operation, a total of 16 employees is expected. With an anticipated 6 on-site parking spaces, the proposal meets Council’s requirements in this regard.

· Where possible, deliveries to businesses within the precinct are to take place using the rear lane to minimise traffic disruption in Cowabbie Street.
The plans and accompanying statement of environmental effects indicate that the majority of deliveries and dispatches will occur via the rear entrances fronting the laneway. This too meets Council’s desired outcome. Whilst this will potentially increase rear lane traffic, an approximate 7-10 delivery/dispatch movements per week is not considered unreasonable or too restrictive on existing laneway users.

It should also be pointed out that whilst deliveries and dispatches will be encouraged to utilise the lane, Council should not permit or encourage parking within the laneway traffic corridor. Any parking accessed via the laneway shall be located wholly on-site.

Outside of the above mentioned matters associated with parking and traffic movements, the proposal meets the remainder of considerations required by the Act. Specifically:

1. The proposal is permissible in accordance with the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011. There are no additional State Environmental Planning Policies that apply;

2. The proposal meets the development standards and criteria outlined within the existing and Draft Development Control Plans;

3. There are no proposed planning agreements, or no foreseeable need for Council to enter into any planning agreements with the applicant;

4. The EP&A Regulations 2000 are being complied with;

5. The likely impacts of the proposal are being suitably addressed. Of particular note are:

a. Solid waste will be managed by an external waste contractor, whilst effluent (in the form of whey) will be collected for external processing. Trade Waste will be required to be managed in accordance with the NSW Office of Water’s Liquid Trade Waste Management Guidelines. Further external advice is being sought by Council staff in this regard to ensure there are no long-term impacts on the operation of Council’s sewer treatment infrastructure.

b. The creation of job openings will provide a positive social impact, as will the potential to lure tourists (projected to be up to 150,000 visitors per year) to the town and wider Shire.

c. Research by the applicant suggests that the potential tourist trade will provide a $12.8 million economic boost to the local economy by year 5. 

6. The proposal will occupy the former Coolamon Co-operative/supermarket site, which for approximately 90 years served as the town’s focal point for food and produce. The proposal should therefore re-activate this space which has sat practically dormant for the past 6-7 years.

The site is located within Coolamon’s heritage conservation area, and will therefore require the applicant to liaise with Council’s Heritage advisor prior to the erection of signage, application of new colour schemes, and any alteration to the façade that may be required as a result of achieving disabled access to the building.

7. The proposal does not appear to pose any detriment to the wider public interest. In actual fact the proposal has been subject to a groundswell of public support, most evident by a successful crowdfunding effort to help kick-start the project.

It is therefore recommended that approval be granted for the proposed cheese factory and retail development subject to the conditions listed below.

NOTE: Council is both the building owner and Consent Authority for this parcel of land. This report and assessment is based solely on the land use issues associated with the EP&A Act. Whilst this recommendation would permit the proposed use by the applicant, any agreement to use and operate a museum in this space is subject to a separate negotiation by Council.

Mechanical exhaust ventilation is to be provided to the staff sanitary and wash facilities and the Factory Production Room as per the requirements of Part 4.5 of the Building Code of Australia (Vol. 1 – Class 2 to Class 9 Buildings).

30)
Any disabled access ramps and handrails shall be installed in accordance with Australian Standard 1428.1- 2009 Design for Access and Mobility, Part 1: General Requirements for Access – New Building Work.

31)
The building must be provided with tactile ground surface indicators at the path of travel meeting a vehicular way adjacent to the principal public entrance to a building, where there is no kerb or kerb ramp at that point. Any tactile ground surface indicators required must comply with AS 1428.4.1.

32)
Provision shall be made in the building and onsite for:

i. Access to the building for people with disabilities in accordance with the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia).

ii. Toilet facilities for people with disabilities in accordance with the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia), such facilities shall be accessible to persons working in or using the building, and in accordance with this requirement.

iii. One motor vehicle parking space on the site for the exclusive use of people with disabilities.  This parking space must have a direct path to the building and all required accessible areas complying with AS1428.

33)
Braille and tactile signage must comply with AS 1428.1 and Specification D3.6 of the Building Code of Australia. 

34)
Signage in accordance with AS1428.1 must be provided for accessible unisex sanitary facilities to identify if the facility is suitable for left or right handed use.

FOOD HANDLING & TRADE WASTE REQUIREMENTS

35)
The kitchen and any other section of the building to be used for the preparation, storage or sale of food, together with all finished surfaces, equipment and appliances in that section, shall be constructed and be of a type that is strictly in accordance with the provisions of the Food Act 2003, as amended, the Regulations made thereunder, and the Australian Standard AS4674 – 2004 Construction and Fit Out of Food Premises. 

36)
All food preparation areas are to be provided with separate basins used solely for the purpose of hand washing. Hot and cold running water is to be provided through a single mixing spout. Soap and paper towels are to be provided to each of these hand wash basins.

37)
The kitchen must be provided with a kitchen exhaust hood complying with AS/NZS 1668.1 and AS 1668.2 where:

a) Any cooking apparatus has:

i. A total maximum electrical power input exceeding 8kW; or

ii. A total gas power input exceeding 29MJ/h; or

38)
The development is to comply with the requirements of the NSW Office of Water’s ‘Liquid Trade Waste Regulation Guidelines’. Specifically this will require, but may not be limited to:

i. The provision of a minimum 1,000 litre grease trap for the collection and removal of all oils, fats and grease from the premises prior to entering the Council’s sewerage network. Details of the grease trap and its location must be submitted to and approved by Council prior to the commencement of any plumbing work.

ii. Dry Basket Arrestors in the sinks and floor wastes of all areas associated with cheese and food preparation and production.

SAFETY – GENERAL/STRUCTURAL

39)
The early fire hazard indices of materials and assemblies must comply with Specification C1.10 of the Building Code of Australia.

40)
The common walls between the subject premises and the neighbouring premises, must achieve an FRL of 90/90/90 in accordance with Specification C1.1 of the Building Code of Australia. Evidence of this is to be provided prior to the commencement of construction.

In particular, the Southern wall of the building shall be constructed of material that has a FRL of 90/90/90. Evidence of compliance with the method of FRL must be provided to Council.

FIRE SAFETY – COMMERCIAL AREA

41)
The owner shall submit to Council a Final Fire Safety Certificate stating that each essential fire safety measure specified in the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building to which the certificate relates:

i. Has been assessed by a properly qualified person, and

ii. Was found, when assessed, to be capable of performing to a standard not less than that required by the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building.

Further, the assessment is to be carried out within a period of three (3) months of the date on which the Final Fire Safety Certificate was issued.  The owner of the building shall forward a copy of the Certificate to the NSW Fire Brigades and also prominently display a copy in the building.

Note:  A Final Safety Certificate must be provided before a Final Occupation Certificate can be issued for the building.

42)
The building is to comply with the attached Fire Safety Schedule.

Note:  The attached schedule supersedes any earlier fire safety schedules and will cease to have effect when any later schedule is issued.

43)
The owner shall submit to Council an Annual Fire Safety Statement each twelve months after the Final Safety Certificate was issued.

44)
A fire hydrant system must be provided to service the building. This can be by way of existing Goldenfields County Council network provided it complies with AS 2419. Certification of the hydrant system must be provided with the final Fire Safety Schedule.

45)
A fire hose reel is to be provided not more than 4 metres from a required exit door and located so that the nozzle of the fully extended fire hose reel will reach every part of the floor.

46)
The fire hose reel is to comply with AS 1221 and AS 2441 and Clause E1.4 of the Building Code of Australia.

47)
Portable fire extinguishers containing an extinguishing agent suitable for the risk being protected must be installed in accordance with AS 2444. Whilst the building is under construction not less than 1 extinguisher to suite Class A, B and C fires and electrical fires must be provided at all times adjacent to each required exit.

48)
Exit signs are to be installed over each required exit in accordance with AS 2293.1.

49)
An emergency lighting system is to be installed in accordance with AS 2293.1.

50)
All exits must not incorporate a step or ramp at any point closer to the doorway than the width of the door leaf.

51)
Exit doors are to have a minimum height of 2000mm and a minimum width of 750mm.

52)
An exit door must not be blocked at the point of discharge and where necessary, suitable barriers must be provided to prevent vehicles from blocking the exit, or access to it.

53)
In a required exit or path of travel to an exit there must be an unobstructed height throughout of not less than 2 metres and an unobstructed width throughout of not less than 1 metre.

54)
The exit path in the rear storage/ loading area must be clearly defined by way of a painted exclusion zone on the floor to ensure it is not blocked or hindered by storage requirements.

55)
An exit door that is power operated must:

· Be able to be opened manually under a force of not more than 110N if there is a malfunction or failure in the power source; and

· Open automatically if there is a power failure to the door or on the activation of a fire or smoke alarm anywhere in the fire compartment served by the door.

56)
A door forming part of a required exit must be readily openable without a key from the side that faces a person seeking egress, by a single hand downward action or pushing action on a single device which is located between 900mm and 1200mm from the floor.

In late 2014, Council were provided with the Stage 4 Progress Report for the Ardlethan Floodplain Risk Management Study and Plan, a copy of which has been attached. The release of the report coincided with the last Floodplain Management Committee meeting.  Attachment No. 12
At the Committee meeting, several questions were raised regarding some of the proposed flood mitigation measures. It was therefore decided that a community information session would be held to allow community members to be briefed by Council’s consultant on the project.

A community information session has been organised for 30th April 2015, commencing 7.00pm at the Ardlethan Hall. Trevor Clark from GHD will present the findings from the study thus far, and will be on hand for a question and answer session following the presentation.

COOLAMON CARAVAN PARK CONCEPT PLAN (C.01-03, SC65)

Councillors will recall from the February Meeting that funding has been received to expand the Coolamon Caravan Park into the area being vacated by the Redgrave Park Tennis Club. Over the past few months, staff have been preparing a more polished site concept that meets Council’s vision and strategic direction as well as the legislative requirements of the Local Government (Manufactured Home Estates, Caravan Parks, Camping Grounds and Moveable Dwellings) Regulation 2005.

Attached is a copy of the latest concept plan. Key features include:  
· 34 sites suitable for caravans and RV’s.

· Average site areas of between 90m² and 110m².

· An on-site caretaker’s cabin.

· Re-use of the former tennis clubrooms as a camp kitchen. An open fore-court area has also been provided.

· 3 visitor carparking spaces, including disabled spaces.

· An area for camping/tents that can be utilised into the future for cabin accommodation.

A budget of approximately $130,000 has been allowed for the project; $60,000 from Council and the remainder from the NSW Crown Lands Public Reserve Management Fund. It is anticipated that the current concept will more than likely exceed the projected budget allocation, and will therefore require either more funding upfront or staging until further funding opportunities arise.
