FUTURE DIRECTIONS FOR NSW LOCAL GOVERNMENT (L.05-05)
Since the last Council Meeting, Council’s Mayor and Acting General Manger have attended two meetings to discuss the Panel’s Review.

The first was a meeting in Sydney to determine the collective response of Local Government NSW.

This was an opportunity to hear points of view from all Local Government Representatives and their thoughts on the Review Panel’s paper.  There were diverse groups such as Hunters Hill (the smallest geographical area in the State), large Metropolitan Councils such as Bankstown and Sutherland Shire as well as those more sparsely populated areas west of the Blue Mountains.   All Councils indicated support for the majority of recommendations from the Panel Review and would be included in the Submission by Local Government NSW. In general they were against any forced amalgamations but supported the majority of recommendations around improvements to Local Government management.

The second meeting was with the REROC Member Councils to determine their final submission to the same report.

Again the majority of Member Councils supported any measures that would streamline or improve the services provided by Local Government, however, this should not be undertaken to the detriment of the community that each Council represents.

REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT AUSTRALIA FUND – ROUND 5 – LOCAL GOVERNMENT – ALLOCATIVE ROUND (I.03-08)
Council received information that the above mentioned Funding Round had opened on 21st June, 2013 and that there was a total of $150 Million eligible to Local Government for Capital Infrastructure Projects.  

Coolamon Shire Council was allocated $183,800.  Projects that were eligible for funding: 
· must be the refurbishment or upgrade to existing infrastructure;

· must be investment ready and completed by no later than 31st December, 2016;

· commence construction within twelve months of the execution of the Funding Agreement;

· benefit the Local Government area and the communities that reside within it.  

After a review of Council’s assets and funding criteria, Coolamon considered that the upgrade of the Ardlethan and Ganmain Pools would be the most suitable projects.  The work would include alterations and additions that improved the amenities at these facilities.

Works associated with the plant and pool infrastructure have already been included in Council’s budgets and this was seen as an opportunity to undertake asset and infrastructure upgrades that would benefit the community well into the future.

The funding arrangements are such that applications can be submitted up until the closing date on 22nd July, 2013, however it is indicated that the more expedient applications are submitted, then a better chance they have of success.  
Mindful of this situation a Submission was sent to Regional Development Australia Fund seeking approval for this project.

This is thought to be the best use of funding for community infrastructure under Council’s current financial planning.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01)
Noxious Weeds Officer Reports
· All roads, lanes and weed harbours continue to be patrolled across the three Shires.  Recent rains have set up the district for a good cropping year which also means that weeds will benefit from the conditions.

· The large one kilometre incursion of Coolatai Grass located between Old Junee and Rockview, which was previously sprayed on 16 May, has finally died.  A combination of dry soil conditions and extreme cold is believed to have been responsible for the delayed result.  Preparations are being made to spray the northern side of the line which has been neglected with over 600 plants to control.

· Other much smaller sites of Coolatai Grass have been dug up and bagged at Whittackers Lane, Waterworks Lane, Bethungra and Mirrool Road.

· Silverleaf Nightshade has also been a problem with the usual sites at Wallacetown, Mitta Mitta and Wyoming Lane.

· Elsewhere, the site of the native vegetation versus weed project on the Marrar North Road is to be fenced as cattle herds commence the search for feed along this area.  Commencement of this project is very close.

· A meeting was held at the Junee High School to discuss a strategy for Khaki weed in 2014.

· Inspections conducted in the month of June include:

· Junee Abattoir where Silverleaf Nightshade has successfully been sprayed

HEAVY PLANT BENCHMARK REVIEW (P.04-01)
(
In light of the Internal Audit into Asset Management Plant and Heavy Vehicle Benchmarking Review, it had become evident that the figures used in the review did not give an accurate reflection of the plant usage or if they were achieving the optimum replacement timing as desired.  After obtaining the machine actual hours or kilometers as opposed to those generated from timesheets, it had become evident that much of the Council’s heavy plant are achieving the desired hours or kilometers and at the end of their replacement cycle they were satisfying the optimum replacement timing.  Attachment No. 6
The only anomaly to this scenario relates to Council’s Steel Drum Rollers.  On Council’s current usage, forecasted hours predict that the replacement hours would exceed the optimum replacement timing by approximately 2,000 hours.  In the 2012/2013 financial year Council have been required to provide considerable maintenance to Plant No. 365 (Dynapac Steel Drum Roller) and to avoid further heavy expenses to Council it is recommended that Council’s optimum replacement timing for steel drum rollers be reduced from 10 years to 8 years.

NSW LIVESTOCK LOADING SCHEME (NSWLLS)

The NSWLLS is seeking approval (HML) for the following:

· Short combinations and 25/26m B-doubles participating in the NSWLLS to all regional and local roads in our Shire that are currently approved for 25/26m B-doubles; and 

· Short combinations, 25/26m B-doubles and 36.5m road trains participating in the NSWLLS to all regional and local roads in our Shire that are currently approved for 36.5m road trains.
Compliance is identical to standard HML approvals (ie. Road Friendly Suspension, Intelligence Access Programme, Driver Training etc) and are enforced in the same manner by the usual on-road inspections by RMS and Police Officers.  The Scheme is currently approved for existing HML approval routes and State Roads with the intention to extend to Council regional and local roads.

Currently all of Council’s Regional and Local Sealed Road Network is approved for 25/26m B-doubles.  Council does not have any approved 36.5m road train routes.

Under the NSWLLS, Council would be essentially approving its entire Sealed Network to HML for all livestock heavy vehicles up to 25/26m B-doubles.

GRAIN HARVEST MANAGEMENT SCHEME 13/14 (GHMS)

Transport NSW is approaching all Councils seeking approval to implement a Grain Harvest Management Scheme (GHMS) for the 13/14 harvest.  The Scheme is requesting Councils to permit heavy vehicle flexibility of up to 5% over General Mass Limit (GML) for scheme registered trucks moving grain from farms to receival locations.  All participating vehicles would be required to be accredited under the Mass Management Module of the National Heavy Vehicle Accreditation Scheme (NHVAS).  Transport operators are offered three non compliance occurrences during one season after which they would be removed from the Scheme by RMS for the remainder of the season only.  Scheme duration would be limited to the period between 1st November, 2013 to 31st January, 2014.
From the table below, a 5% allowance would see loads between CML and HML approved:

Receival locations already implement a 5% tolerance but the load limits have not been officially approved by the Transport Authority and can result in the issuing of fines by RMS Inspectors and Police.

Figures provided by Transport NSW indicate that 68.3% of receivals already comply.  By approving a 5% allowance Council would be removing the deterrent of possibly being fined and would only see a greater proportion of receivals at the higher load limit.

Transport NSW appear to be in favour of permitting heavy vehicles at greater load limits as a means to solving the State’s transport issues and is resulting in increased pressure on Councils to permit the proposed schemes across their  regional and local road networks with no compensation.  
As you are fully aware Council has an aging Road Network, largely earth formed with seal applied and are far from the standard required for the increased loads proposed.  Approving such proposals will only result in an accelerated deterioration of the Road Network with no remuneration from the State for Council to maintain the Road Network let alone upgrade.  Essentially there is no benefit to Council but are left with the expense bill.
In both cases Council see this as the first step of implementation and will only be followed by further request for an extension of the Scheme to permit all heavy vehicles at HML year round across its whole sealed Network.
(
The REROC Engineers have discussed these issues as a whole and are of the opinion that for the programme to be successful it should be rolled out across the State, the government should fund the required structural assessments (bridges and culverts) and Councils should be suitably compensated for the accelerated deterioration of its Road Network.  The REROC Engineers have encountered similar requests for some time with similar replies provided.  Attachment No. 7.2

HEAVY VEHICLE APPROVALS (R.09-05) (Continued)

(
Council is in receipt of additional information from Clr Maslin regarding the Grain Harvest Management Scheme as well as correspondence from Angus Gidley-Baired of NSW Farmers seeking Council’s support for the Scheme.  (See Attachments).  The information provides greater detail of the proposed Scheme and I provide the following comments on the NSW GHMS Discussion Paper in addition to the earlier report:  Attachment No. 7.3
· The Discussion Paper states that the advances in technology and farming techniques has created a need to promptly transport harvested grain from farms to storage facilities.  Figures indicate that an average sized farm harvesting approximately 1200 tonnes of grain per annum under the proposed Scheme will result in only one less truck movement for both 19 metre semi-trailer and 25/26 B-doubles.  Efficiencies of this level are not significant nor justifiable when considering the accelerated deterioration of Council’s Road Network as a result of the increased loads.
· The Scheme proposed unlimited access to Council’s Road Network, sealed and unsealed.  Council’s existing Gravel Network is already under great stress throughout the harvest season with extensive maintenance required prior, during and following the harvest season.  Transport Operators have little concern for the Road Network, many of which have been brought in from outside the area taking the quickest and most convenient route to the terminal regardless of the road condition or hierarchy.  Council and Ratepayers in many cases are left with a severely damaged Road Network which it is then required to reinstate.  
· The only compliance requirement is that of the Mass Management Module which is little more than a paper management system.  The module is considered of little value considering 68.3% of existing loads are already within the legal limit and less than 1% was in the substantial or severe category.  This indicates that a high proportion of the Transport Operators currently satisfy the existing load restrictions and will not result in any significant increases in compliance only increased loads.
· Figures indicate that the greatest proportion of grain is transported by B-doubles.  Unfortunately many Transport Operators do not restrict their movements to only B-double routes and as indicated earlier prefer to access the shortest possible route with little enforcement from the Roads & Maritime Services and Police on Council’s Local Road Network.

· The Discussion Paper states that the government does not have the resources to administer the programme and proposes that it be self administered by the NSW Farmers Association which raises concerns over compliance and enforcement.
· Consideration of a membership fee for the Transport Operators with no mention of remuneration to Councils for accelerated deterioration caused by the increased loads on Council’s Road Network.  

In summary the additional information only highlights the fact that one less heavy vehicle movement per average farm is not considered significant and that the proposed Scheme provides no benefit to Council and is in fact burdened with a further deteriorating Network which it is required to maintain with no additional funding.  As indicated previously, it is not only a Council issue but an issue for the whole region requiring uniformity and will be further discussed at an upcoming REROC Infrastructure Committee Meeting.
(
Council has also received further correspondence from Robert Oliver of the Roads & Maritime Services regarding the NSWLLS.  (See Attachments).  Mr Oliver is requesting additional information regarding Council’s drainage structure for consideration of funding for structural assessments but there is no mention of compensation to Council for accelerated road damage.  
Council can advise that it has 332 culverts on its Sealed Local Road Network and 167 on its Regional Road Network and will be able to provide spreadsheets of these structures to the Roads & Maritime Services.  It should be noted that Council does not have the resources, expertise nor funding to perform the required structural assessments.  The NSWLLS will also be further discussed at the REROC Infrastructure Committee Meeting to achieve a uniform response. Attachment No. 7.4

STATE FORESTS (F.05-02)

Council has received information from Brendan Flanigan, the Principal of St Michael’s School, Coolamon advising that the local State Forest (Kindra Forest) now requires a $110.00 user fee for any activities that are carried out in the forest.

It appears that the Forestry Commission have significantly increased a user charge with no improvements in the infrastructural facilities available.
