LOCAL GOVERNMENT NSW CONFERENCE

RURAL FIRE SERVICE (F.03-11, SC459)
The upcoming Local Government NSW Conference to be held in Sydney in October has requested if Councils have any motions that they wish to have debated. The submission date for these has been set as August 24th just after our next Council meeting.

Last year Council submitted a motion requesting a review of the Rural Fire Act specifically dealing with service standards and financial management. This was not debated at the conference as LGNSW felt that their current position was adequate. Since this time more Councils have expressed a similar opinion to Coolamon Shire.
(
Coolamon Shire Council has continued discussing the issues around the financial management of the RFS with LGNSW and information provided by Council has been used to support LGNSW stance. Correspondence has been sent to the Chief Executive Donna Rygate explaining Council’s concerns. A copy of this letter has been attached. Attachment No. 6
In addition to this the latest Local Government NSW rural and regional meetings held in Sydney discussed this very issue in workshops that were held.

Council believes that it is appropriate that the upcoming conference should continue to discuss the issues of RFS financial management and service standards and would like to include a motion similar to the previous one put forward to be discussed at the next conference.

It is thought that should Council develop an appropriate motion requesting a review of the Rural Fire Act, that it be presented at the August meeting for endorsement prior to being sent to Local Government NSW.

ARDLETHAN SEWERAGE (S.03-02, SC361)

Council has received correspondence from The Hon Niall Blair MLC, the Minister for Lands and Water indicating that the Ardlethan Sewerage has been earmarked as an eligible program under the NSW Government Water Security for Regions program. A copy of the request and the guidelines have been provided for your information. Attachment No. 7.1
Council will recall previous reports discussing the Ardlethan Sewerage system and the community’s ability to pay. It was these concerns over the capital costs of the network and the ongoing operational and maintenance costs that warranted this matter to be reviewed. This was prompted by Council having been previously advised that the Country Towns and Water Supply and Sewerage Scheme had ceased without the Ardlethan Scheme receiving any funding. It was for this reason that the Ardlethan sewerage scheme was removed from all forward planning and costings.

It was however noted at the time that should funding become available for the sewerage in Ardlethan it would be revisited. Any funding would potentially offset these capital costs and make the project viable.
The information from the Minister for Lands and Water now indicates that the Ardlethan Sewerage is an eligible project and Council are invited to submit an expression of interest for this project. This is on the back of the election promises make by Katrina Hodgkinson whereby five projects were identified in the Cootamundra Electorate. Attachment No. 7.2
It appears from the information provided that Council is able to get 50% of the costs of the infrastructure as it was determined in 1996.

Whilst this seems a somewhat confusing funding method there are also opportunities currently available to match this funding with other Rural and Regional Programs. 

In summary this project was removed from the forward estimates due to the removal of funding opportunities. By now being included in this next round of funding Council has the option of providing an expression of interest. It is thought appropriate that Council investigate this opportunity to determine if the Ardlethan sewerage is a viable proposal.

COOLAMON ROTARY CLUB (C.07-03, SC90)
Council has received correspondence from the Coolamon Rotary Club advising that they will be donating 5 Glide Chairs to the Allawah Lodge.

Council appreciates the support Coolamon Rotary Club gives to the Community in particular Allawah Lodge and the chairs will be much appreciated.

Part of this correspondence was to also request that Council match this donation. 

This correspondence implies that there is a connection between payments made for use of the Community Centre to hold bingo and to the provision of donations made by the Rotary Club.

Council as the owner of both buildings are required to ensure that both facilities operate in a sustainable manner. As the Community Centre is being used for bingo, a fee is required to cover the operational costs of that facility. Similarly the operation of Allawah Lodge requires significant finance to maintain its running costs as well. As an indication, a new nurse call is currently being investigated at a cost in excess of $50,000.00. In addition a fire sprinkler system is required in the Aitken Logan wing and has been included in this year’s budget at $150,000.00
These costs are significant and Council should be concentrating on these important operational requirements prior to matching other donations. This is not to say that the support of Rotary is considered any less and they should be congratulated on their efforts.

All of these facilities within Allawah Lodge rely on Community support, and this donation is gratefully accepted on behalf of Allawah Lodge.

The funds are generated from the recently implemented fuel excise with the government indicating that every cent of the extra $23 Billion revenue over the next decade and beyond will be invested in road infrastructure.  Council have only been advised of additional funds for the 2015/2016 and 2016/2017 years and will pursue clarification in distribution of funds into the future to permit work prioritization and programming.
(
What it all means for Council is that it will be receiving $1,815,163 in addition to the original life of the program funding 2014/2015 to 2018/2019.  As can be seen on the attached spreadsheet, the additional funds have been allocated to the 2015/2016 ($1,643,100) and 2016/2017 ($1,897,507) years with 2017/2018 and 2018/2019 currently at the original value of $575,148.  Attachment No. 8.2
On top of Council’s existing budget, these funds are considered significant and will require a complete review of its Road Network and Works Program with a report to a future Ordinary Meeting of Council detailing additional proposed works for 2015/2016.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01, SC284)

Noxious Weeds Officer Reports

· All roads, lanes and weed harbours continue to be mapped across the three Shires. Those noxious weeds mentioned in last month’s report which were growing outside their normal season including Blue Heliotrope, Prairie Ground Cherry and Silver Leaf Nightshade should be put back in their box by the onset of frosty weather.

· One noxious weed that is only marginally affected by frost is Coolatai Grass. Coolatai has been mapped on the road between Old Junee and the Shire boundary towards Marrar. These 100 plants are scheduled to be sprayed shortly. Still on Coolatai, property inspections between the existing site on the waterworks road at Bethungra to the National Park have been taking place to ensure that the weed has not been spreading in an easterly direction. In addition I have been training Parks and Wildlife personnel to identify Coolatai Grass and there are no reports of the weed from my liaison with them. Coolatai Grass has also been recorded at Whittackers Lane and again is due for some ‘treatment’.

ARDLETHAN FLOOD STUDY (F.04-03, SC185)
As Councillors are aware the draft Ardlethan Flood Plain Risk Management Plan and Study have recently been on public exhibition. The exhibition period concluded on Friday 26th June 2015. 

(
One submission was received during this period. A copy of this submission has been attached. Attachment No. 10 
Whilst it is disappointing that more submissions were not received the submission that was received is consistent with the concerns raised during the community meeting held in Ardlethan on 30th April 2015. Specifically these issues are the impact that the railway culverts have on flooding on the northern side of the railway line, and the importance that needs to be placed on maintenance throughout the Bygoo Creek catchment.

It is noted that within the Draft Documents any work on the railway culverts is regarded as low priority. This is based on the Consultants modelling that predicts minimal benefit from a large cost outlay, together with modelling based on a 20% blockage of the culverts, not 80-100%. This stance has been reinforced by the NSW Office of Environment and Heritage. On the other hand, regular maintenance of the existing Bygoo Creek for the removal of debris and maintenance of vegetation is considered a high priority to ensure that the effects of flooding are not intensified by impeded drainage paths.
Further concern from Council staff (which was also questioned during the community meeting and the flood committee meeting in late 2014) was the proposed location and effectiveness of the early warning stations. Due to the villages being located so high in the catchment, it is likely that sufficient warning time would not be achieved in the villages of Ardlethan or Beckom. Being located high in the catchment will also mean that the information received will not be representative of the information required to be useful in the event of a potential flood. Another issue in this regard is that the majority of flooding within the village of Ardlethan is the result of flooding in the Bygoo catchment which is a very small catchment area. In effect this means that by the time an early warning has been raised there will not be sufficient time to allow evacuation to save assets in which case it is argued that minimal benefit if any will be achieved as a result of this recommendation. 
It should be noted that whilst the benefits of such warning systems may not have a great affect on towns and villages within the Coolamon Shire, this could greatly increase preparation times further downstream along the Mirrool Creek particularly in locations such as Barellan and Yenda. However this does raise the question of should Coolamon Shire Council be tasked with the responsibility of paying for the installation and maintenance of such a system when its own residents will be receiving little value?
It is therefore recommended that Council formally respond to the Consultant highlighting each of the above issues to ensure that they are considered for inclusion in the final report

DOG INCIDENT (P.08-05, SC25)
On Thursday 18th June 2015 Council staff were required to begin investigating several incidents involving three dogs which had managed to escape from their yard the previous night. 

(
A separate report has been attached detailing how the incidents played out.

Attachment No. 11.1
In accordance with the Companion Animals Act 1998 Council are required to investigate such incidents in which dogs can be declared as either being menacing or dangerous. The owners of the dogs involved in the incidents have subsequently been served with notices of intention to declare the dogs as menacing. In accordance with the Act a menacing is a dog that has:
a) displayed unreasonable aggression towards a person or animal (other than vermin), or 

b)
has without provocation attacked a person or animal (other than vermin) but without causing serious injury or death. 
Whilst it is noted that a cat was killed by the dogs (which would ordinarily escalate the declaration to a potential dangerous dog order), it is unknown as to which dog or dogs were responsible for the death of the cat. What is known and what can be proved regarding the incident is that the dogs did display unreasonable aggression towards a number of people and animals which therefore firmly places the dogs in the ‘menacing’ bracket. 
Furthermore it is noted that none of the dogs were registered at the time of the incident. All dogs involved were over the age of 6 months and therefore were required under the Act to be registered. Council does have the ability to issue infringement notices of $275.00 per dog for not having the dogs registered as required. Further penalties that may be applied include owning a dog not under control in a public place ($220 per offence) and owning a dog which rushes at / attacks / bites / harasses / chases any person / animal ($550 per offence).
Should Council elect to declare the dogs as being menacing the following requirements will be imposed on each dog and their owners:
a)
the dog must be de-sexed within 28 days after it is declared to be a menacing dog; and
b)
the dog is to be housed in an enclosure that is sufficient enough to restrain the dog and to prevent a child from having access to the dog; and
c)
whenever the menacing dog is outside the property on which it is ordinarily kept the dog must be under the effective control of a competent person by means of an adequate chain, cord or leash, and the dog must be muzzled.

(
In accordance with the provisions of the Act the owner of each dog have seven days to provide written correspondence to Council explaining why the dogs should not be declared as menacing. As previously mentioned, one dog was euthanased. Only one submission out of three was received. A copy of the submission has been attached. Attachment No. 11.2
In the submission the owner of the particular dog suggests that the reason his dog escaped was because the back fence was kicked in, that his dog is young and is still going through training, and that his dog shouldn’t be de-sexed. The dog owner also states that “it’s a dog’s nature to chase cats”. Unfortunately it is quite clear under the Companion Animals Act that dogs should not be able or encouraged to chase other people or animals especially while unrestrained in a public place and displaying unreasonable aggression. 
Of the remaining two dogs, Council has received confirmation that one has been euthanased. No information has been received from the owner of the third dog, however it has now been registered.

In summary there is more than sufficient evidence to prove that each of the three dogs displayed unreasonable aggression whilst chasing other people and animals whilst out in a public place and unrestrained. On account of this it is recommended that both remaining dogs be declared menacing in accordance with the Companion Animals Act 1998. Furthermore it is also considered appropriate that the owner of each dog be penalized $550 for owning a dog that has rushed at/attacked/bit/harassed/chased another person/animal.
