CITY OF WAGGA WAGGA - COAL SEAM GAS EXPLORATION (E.05-12)

Wagga City Council has written to the NSW Government, (ie. the Minister for Resources and Energy) concerning Coal Seam Gas exploration within the boundaries of the Wagga Wagga City Council area.  Council’s resolution is as follows:
1)
Place a moratorium on coal seam gas (CSG) exploration on all lands under the care and/or control of Wagga Wagga City Council in the Wagga Wagga Local Government Area (LGA) and call for a full assessment by the State Government of the impact of the activity of CSG on the sustainability of agricultural production and aquifers in the LGA.

Place a moratorium on seismic testing to be conducted on any roads or lands under the care and/or control of Wagga Wagga City Council for the purposes of CSG exploration.

Wagga City Council have requested that Council consider this resolution with the obvious view of extending the resolution to all adjoining and Riverina Local Government Authorities.  The arguments concerning the matter are clearly outlined in Wagga City Council’s letter and Council is requested to consider the matter accordingly.

Whilst nothing formal has come to this Council there has been increased activity in testing taking place.

The issues raised by Wagga City Council are certainly valid and warrant support by Coolamon Shire.

The intent behind this proposal was that each community would bear portion of the costs of running that hall. AUSTRALIAN LOCAL GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION – FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE GRANTS (G.03-02)

The Australian Local Government Association has written to all Councils throughout Australia requesting a concerted campaign to the Federal Government as regards the decision by the government to freeze the indexation of grants in the current budget.  The decision to freeze the Financial Assistance Grants for three years until 2017/18 is estimated to cost Coolamon Shire Council $109,628.

The matter of the Financial Assistance Grants was dealt with by this Council in its recent submission to the State Government on the Independent Panel’s report.  Funding to Local Government from this source has now dropped to 0.7% and by 2017/2018 it will be 0.53% of tax revenue.  When these grants were initially introduced in the mid 70’s, it was intended by the government of the day that Local Government receive 2% share of tax revenue.  Unfortunately this figure has never been obtained and Local Government has continued over the years to see its share of tax revenue decline.  These should not be seen as a grant but Local Government’s right to a share of tax revenue which is what should be expected in a federal system of government

WESTPAC BANKING – COOLAMON (B.01-01)

Westpac Bank has recently announced that they are closing their instore branch in Coolamon.  Discussions have been held with representatives of the Westpac Bank concerning the matter and whilst the decision to close the branch was a result of the disagreement between the current franchise owners and Westpac Bank it would seem that it is also decision that Westpac Bank are not uncomfortable with.  

The terms of arrangement between the Bank and any potential franchisee are such that it is not an attractive proposition for any private operator (nor Council) to participate in a franchise arrangement.  Quite obviously people’s banking habits have changed over the years and there has been a migration from a physical presence to more internet banking.  Nevertheless, the presence of a bank in a town is a necessary service.

Council needs to view this matter from two aspects:
1)
The loss of a service to its community; and

2)
The affect on Council’s own banking operations having regard to the fact that Council uses Westpac as its main bank.

At this point in time it seems the decision of Westpac is inflexible and they will not be establishing a physical presence in Coolamon.

In respect of Council’s own banking arrangement this is a matter that Council obviously needs to consider.  Council does require access to a bank for the lodgement of its daily takings.  Whilst people’s habits have obviously changed over the years Council still receipts cash, cheques and requires the capacity to withdraw cash on a regular basis.  At this point in time the only banking institution that has a physical presence is Beyond Bank (formerly Wagga Mutual Credit Union).  It should also be noted that Beyond Bank provides considerable community support to many organisations throughout the Shire in respect of its Community Sponsorship Account.
Whilst the decision to change banks needs to be based on solid commercial grounds, the principle of supporting those organisations that support the Shire should also be given some weight.

At this point in time it is suggested that Council’s Finance Manager undertake negotiations with both Westpac and Beyond Bank and provide a further report to Council on the issues surrounding Council’s banking services and any implications in changing banking arrangements.

COOLAMON SHIRE CITIZENSHIP CEREMONIES (C.06-02)

Coolamon Shire Council has historically conducted its Citizenship Ceremonies at Council Meeting days or on Australia Day.  

In recent times the Mayor was requested to undertake an emergency Citizenship Ceremony based on a plea of urgency.  The Department of Immigration & Border Protection has guidelines and policies on matters of urgency and it is their view that Council should not change its normal procedure which is to utilise Council Meeting days or Australia Day for these activities.  It is the Department that makes decisions on issues of urgency and they have appropriate guidelines to deal with such matters.  It is not the prerogative of Council to determine whether a matter is a legitimate urgency or otherwise.  

In order that the Mayor is not placed in a difficult position as regards such matters and which may well place the Mayor in a situation of being at odds with the Department of Immigration & Border Protection, it is appropriate that Council have a policy that is quite clear in how it will conduct such Ceremonies.  In essence the Mayor should not be held to be accountable for individual’s inability to organise their own personal affairs in a proper timeframe.  The Department does not consider personal travel to be a matter of urgency.

COUNCIL DELIVERY PROGRAM 2014-2018 & OPERATIONAL PLAN 2014-2015 (S.11-06)

Reference is made to Council’s report on Council’s Delivery Program & Operational Plan as presented to the April Meeting.  In accordance with the Local Government Act the Program & Plan have been advertised for Community comment and at this point no submissions have been received.  

The timing of a number of Council’s projects is such that there will be some works carried over from the 2013/14 Budget and others that Council has given consideration to that have not yet been included in the 2014/15 Budget.
1)
Coolamon Caravan Park

Council had $60,000 included in the 2013/14 Budget for Improvement Works.  These works have not been expended and will be restricted for usage in 2014/15.  This restriction was basically on the fact that Council was considering reorganising the Caravan Park, Tennis Courts, Childcare areas etc.  

2)
Relocation of the Tennis Courts

These have not been included in the current Budget on the basis that discussions are still being held with all parties and some aspects of costings (ie. provision of electricity) need clarification.

3)
Sale of Low Income Houses

The income item in respect of the sale of these houses has not been included given that the sale has not yet occurred and the income factor is unknown.  Furthermore, having regard to the legalities of this particular transaction, it was considered more appropriate to wait until all the funds had been received prior to bringing it into account.  

4)
Lands Department Funding for Tennis Courts

Council has received the funding that was made available to the Coolamon Tennis Club of $60,000 for works to be carried out on the tennis courts.  Once this project has been finalised those funds can then be formally allocated.  It should be noted that whilst the funds come to Council, Council is in reality only a “letter box”.  Council is the trustee for the lands but the funds were provided to the Coolamon Tennis Club.

Other factors that will be open to further consideration by Council will be the Financial Assistance Grants and the Roads to Recovery Funding.  

· Financial Assistance Grants 

Council’s normal budgeting process is that it has taken a conservative approach with the funds provided in the current budget of 2014/15 being the same as the 2013/14 year.  Incremental increases of 1% were provided in the long term plan.  Council took decisions during the course of its budget year to alter the Financial Assistance Grants when definitive figures were determined.  

· Roads to Recovery

As regards the Roads to Recovery there is still some doubt over the actual figures that will be allocated to Council for use on local roads only.  When the budget is finally passed and Council is advised of actual allocations, Council can then make adjustments to its budget.

NSW SALE OF ELECTRICITY ASSETS – POLES AND WIRES (E.02-01)

The matter of the sale of New South Wales poles and wires has been on the political agenda for some time.  The Local Member for our region, the Hon Adrian Piccoli has been quite loud in his opposition to this sale of these assets in country areas.  The Mayor has indicated by email to Mr Piccoli that he supports that approach on the basis that the revenue generated from such sales will be directed towards projects in the Metropolitan area and there is considerable potential for increase in costs to country areas where large distances do cause problems with asset management and maintenance.  

It would be appropriate for Council to formalise the Mayor’s representations to Mr Piccoli and support opposition to the sale of poles and wires in country areas.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01)

Noxious Weeds Officer Reports
· At present all weed management activities continue under current arrangements as there is nothing to report regarding the NRC weeds review.

· Planning is underway for the 2015- 2020 Weed Action Plan at a state level. We expect to begin local and regional plans later in the year. 

· New Biosecurity legislation is being formulated, a draft framework is out for consultation now, with comments to close 26/06/14.
· There is a NSW meta data policy out for comment also closing 26/06/14.
· All roads and lanes continue to be mapped across the three Shires.  The unseasonal warm weather, as well as adequate rainfall, has fired up many weeds.

· Road verge weed management treatments are completed.
· It is not a surprise then that Coolatai Grass features strongly in this report.  This grass has recently been sprayed by John Holland contractors along the rail track from Old Junee to the Rockview crossing.  It is too soon to determine what the result has been.

· Coolatai Grass has been very active with some 80 – 100 plants spotted along Waterworks Road at the Bethungra site.  Preparations for the control of these weeds are being made.  Extensive inspections have been carried out in order to determine if seed from the Bethungra site has been exported out of the area by wildlife.  Fortunately, the inspections have not detected any “escapees”.  These inspections have been carried out over concerns that the Coolatai Grass could have spread into neighbouring farmland and Ulandra National Park.  Adding to this concern is the fact that this weed may not be readily identified by the local community and is even more difficult to detect once it establishes itself within native grass communities.  Coolatai Grass is a weed that can emerge and produce seed at any time of the year if moisture is available.

· Rail lines in the three shires have been scrutinised for the presence of Coolatai Grass, Johnson Grass and Spiny Burr Grass, with Johnson Grass being present on the rail at Illabo, Marinna, Junee and Harefield.

· Silverleaf Nightshade has been spotted along the Olympic Way near Wallacetown and a considerable outbreak of Bathurst Burr cut and bagged on the same road north of Junee.

· In addition, African Boxthorn is also growing in most areas. 

· Prickly pear regrowth will be treated in the near future.

NOXIOUS WEEDS – CERTIFICATE OF AUTHORITY (N.02-01)

The Noxious Weeds Act 1993 grants a range of powers, duties and functions to Local Central Authorities (LCA) (Councils).  Section 68 of the Act permits a LCA to delegate any of its functions to a person except the power to delegate.  It is often desirable that these functions be delegated to staff/contractor to facilitate the efficient implementation of the Act.

The powers delegated permits Council’s Contractor (Rob Ferguson Management) to perform inspections on machinery and land without the inconvenience of seeking approval from the LCA in each case. ARDLETHAN EFFLUENT SEWERAGE DISPOSAL SCHEME (S.03-02)
(
In the northern area of Ardlethan (old Mining Camp Subdivision) a small section of the community (approx 36 tenements) is served by a small reticulation system.  The reticulation system is fed by liquid overflow from individual landholder septic tanks and is treated by a common transpiration treatment bed located west of the Wilson/Redmond Street intersection.  Attachment No. 13
The Scheme is approximately 50 years old with the reticulation system in very poor condition and ultimately requiring replacement.  In 2011 Council had much of the network flushed and inspected with CCTV.  The inspection highlighted that all lines had pipe cracking, breaking, fine roots, joint displacement, intruding connections and previous repair works.  A number of items were identified for immediate attention and have since been performed.  Council will continue to assess the condition and operation of the scheme with maintenance provided as required.  

Ultimately it will get to a point where ongoing maintenance is not viable and alternative measures will have to be considered.  Options available to Council are as follows:

1)
Construct new reticulation scheme to service the 25 houses, 2 teachers units and 6 council units with a new reticulation scheme to current standards is estimated to cost $200,000.

2)
New Septic Tanks – if Council were to supply new septic tanks at $10,000/tank a total scheme replacement would cost $290,000.  The question over septic tanks is whether the lot sizes are sufficient to support a septic tank disposal system.
Council’s 2014/2015 Operational Plan which is presented for adoption at this Meeting identified an effluent charge for Ardlethan residents on the scheme which will yield $6,480 per annum.  The charge is raised to permit Council to provide ongoing maintenance for the common effluent disposal system with a view to ultimately replace the reticulation system.

Recommendation
That Council utilise the Ardlethan Effluent charge to provide ongoing maintenance to the scheme with an understanding that a replacement of the reticulation system will ultimately be required.

TIN MINES ROAD (R.09-01)
Tin Mines Road is located north of Ardlethan, west off Bygoo Road and was the original access to the Tin Mines.  It currently comprises 3.2kms of sealed road 5.6 metres wide.  The road was last resealed in 1979 and was constructed to such a standard as a consequence of it being the only access to the mine.  Over time the mine operations required the development of an alternative access which was located off Rands Tank Road and has resulted in the original access (Tin Mines Road) becoming obsolete.  As a consequence of the changing of mine operations and ultimate closure of the mine, Tin Mines Road has not received any significant traffic since 2001.

Council records indicate that the road last received a reseal in 1979, is in a very poor state with extensive edge breaks, encroaching vegetation and cracking of pavement as a consequence of the minimal traffic.  Council are now at a stage where they invest the funds to provide an additional reseal to preserve the sealed road or allow the pavement to deteriorate to a stage where it will then be broken up and retained as a gravel road.  

To provide a reseal to the 3.2kms would cost $65,000 and be an ongoing cost every 15-20 years depending on condition.  A report presented to Council in 2013 indicated that the ongoing maintenance and ultimate reconstruction of a gravel road is one third of that of a sealed road.  
(
A hierarchical assessment of the road as per Council’s Road Hierarchical System Policy indicates that the road cannot be justifiably retained as a sealed road and should be reclassified with a gravel hierarchical designation of 6 – Unformed Road (limited access – Emergency Maintenance only).  (See Attachments).

PUBLIC LIBRARIES NEW SOUTH WALES (L.03-02)

Council has received information from Public Libraries New South Wales about the proposed amalgamation between Public Libraries NSW and the NSW Metropolitan Public Libraries Association.  

Council is a member of the Country Libraries Association which predominantly has a membership of Rural and Regional Councils.  The proposal that has been endorsed by both Library Associations is that they amalgamate and have the one consolidated management structure and therefore one voice when dealing with government authorities.  

Discussions were held with Robert Knight, Executive Director, Riverina Regional Library who advised that the single identity was the preferred option and would improve the ability of the combined association in costs, management and advocacy.  

Whilst Council has had reservations about the amalgamation of the Local Government Association of NSW and the Shires Association of NSW due to the vast differences between the operating models of Rural and Regional Local Government and the Metropolitan Councils, this does not appear to be the case in regard to Libraries.  Whilst Metropolitan Libraries are larger and therefore have logistic differences to Regional Councils, there is no real difference in the services that they provide.

The timeframe associated with this need for resolution on the proposed amalgamation required a response by 16 June, 2014 and therefore prior to this meeting.  On advice of Robert Knight and in consideration of the issues a “yes” vote was returned within the appropriate timeframe.

Council is in receipt of correspondence from the owner of 24 Webb Street, Marrar requesting permission to temporarily occupy the shed at the rear of the premises whilst the dwelling is being constructed.  Both the shed and the dwelling have been approved by Council within the past twelve months.  A copy of the owner’s request is attached to Councillor’s information papers.  Attachment No. 18
As can be seen in the letter of application the owner has been requested temporary occupancy for a period of approximately three months whilst construction of the house is completed.  The proposed timeframe is considered realistic in that Council Staff have recently undertaken a frame inspection of the dwelling.

The shed is well equipped to ensure that the health and safety of the occupant and his wife is maintained throughout any period of temporary occupancy that Council may grant.  This is evident by the provision of a toilet, shower and hand washing facilities that were approved at the time of the shed’s construction, whilst the recent commissioning of the septic tank, and the connection of electricity and water ensure that the basic essentials are met.  The owner has also committed to installing a smoke detector as an added means of occupant safety.  

The proposal is in keeping with Council’s existing policy for the temporary occupation of outbuildings.  Historically Council have approved such proposals on the basis that occupation of the building lasts no more than six months, that adequate services are provided and that the health and safety of the occupants is maintained.  In this case the applicant has demonstrated that each of these criteria will be met.

Council has received a written request to erect a dwelling on the above mentioned property.

This property was subject to a Development Approval granted by Council on 27 July 2007 (DA 24/2007).  This consent lapsed on the 27 July 2012.  There was no substantial commencement of this approval.

In accordance with Clause 4.2B of the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011 the following applies:

(3)
Development consent must not be granted to the erection of a dwelling house on land to which this clause applies, and on which no dwelling house has been erected, unless the land is:

(a)
a lot that is at least the minimum lot size specified for that land by the Lot Size Map, or

(b)
a lot created before this Plan commenced and on which the erection of a dwelling house was permissible immediately before that commencement, or

(c)
a lot resulting from a subdivision for which development consent (or equivalent) was granted before this Plan commenced and on which the erection of a dwelling house would have been permissible if the plan of subdivision had been registered before that commencement, or

(d)
an existing holding.

The subject land is 113.2 hectares and therefore in accordance with (a) is under the size specified that permits a dwelling entitlement.

The land was subdivided in April 1998 and therefore in accordance with (d) it is not defined as an existing holding.  The permissible land area for a dwelling permit at this time was 100 hectares. Since that time an amendment increasing land size has occurred, and a new LEP was gazetted in February 2011.  The minimum size is now 200 hectares.

The important statement in Clause (b) & (c) is “permissible immediately before that commencement”.
Clause (b) and (c) are similar in that they are both saying that if the lot or subdivision was created or approved prior to the making of this plan (February 2011) and a dwelling house would have been permissible immediately before the new plan, then a house right exists.

In this instance the lot was created in 1998 and a house right was permissible at the time of subdivision.  This was confirmed by the Development Approval in 2007.

Therefore immediately prior to the new Gazettal date the land was subject to Development Approval that confirmed the house permissibility from the subdivision date.

Since the subdivision date Council had received approval to amend the LEP which raised the minimum land size from 100 hectares to 200 hectares.  Therefore immediately prior to the gazettal of the new document a dwelling house would not have been permissible on this land.

As can be seen from the above contradictory statements, this land has both a permissible dwelling house entitlement and no house entitlement at the same point immediately prior to the commencement of the new LEP.

In this case, Council should consider the consequences of the possible outcomes of an assessment.  Should Council consider that a house right exists then the new owner of the land, who has bought the property in good faith, will continue to build a dwelling as planned (subject to obtaining the necessary consents).

Should Council refuse any house right it may be subject to legal action.  While not shying away from such a proposition, with such a contradictory assessment from Council Officers there is no confidence in defending this position.

From a practical planning point of view, this land is prime agricultural land that was previously granted a dwelling entitlement as it met the intention of the LEP.  The land size is such that there will be little to no detrimental effect in amenity, neighbours and agricultural production.  The surrounding land is broadacre agriculture with sparsely located rural dwellings, similar to this proposal.
Summary

On the weight of all probabilities it is thought acceptable that the dwelling entitlement that existed at the time of Gazettal will allow Council to assess and approve a dwelling entitlement if received by way of a formal Development Application.

The Development Application process will also ensure that any proposed dwelling complies with the requirements of the Building Code of Australia, that appropriate infrastructure is provided and that the adequate treatment and disposal of effluent is achieved.

It should be brought to Council’s attention that the works associated with Item No. 2 (27 Mithul Street, Ardlethan) were completed prior to the closing of applications and subsequently the Committee meeting.  In accordance with the criteria of this funding, the allocation of funding to works previously completed is not permitted.  Whilst the project is considered as having heritage value, the applicant has clearly breached the rules of the Fund.  
Council must be mindful that should it endorse the Recommendations of the Committee it will be setting a precedent for future funding years.  Council is the body that sets the policy and it should not be at the Committee’s discretion to alter policy.  Council may however consider that this situation is worth Council changing policy to allow previously completed work to be acceptable for funding allocation.  This would be fraught with problems ranging from:

· When was the work completed.

· Determining whether appropriate quotes were received.

· An implied work programme on the expectation of funding

It should also consider the implications that may arise with the Heritage Office in terms of future funding availability if Council was to fund retrospective works.  
It is therefore recommended that Council not approve the funding for 27 Mithul Street, Ardlethan.  However, as the work on this building is considered acceptable in regard to general heritage funding and the fact that the works were worthy of receiving funds.  Council may wish to negotiate with the owner of the premises to fund other works associated with this heritage item.  For example this may include repairs to the verandah, windows and/or interior of the building. 
It is further recommended that Items 3, 4 and 5 on the list be approved for funding.
