As a result of the Community Meetings held in Coolamon and Ardlethan, the NSW Ambulance Service received unanimous support from all community members in attendance to support the recommendations from the “Coolamon Shire Out of Hospital Service Plan”.

From these recommendations, NSW Ambulance personnel in attendance indicated that they would now proceed with the preparation and capital works necessary to:

AUSTRALIAN ENERGY REGULATOR (AER) FINAL DETERMINATION (E.02-03, SC161)
Coolamon Shire Council has been provided with correspondence from Essential Energy indicating their disappointment at the AER’s findings that they need to restrict their cost increases from what was proposed.  

Whilst Essential Energy have been advertising that the proposed financial programme will lead to changes and efficiencies that will reduce the private power bills, it has included an increase in Council costs (street lighting), in some cases greater than 100%.

Essential Energy have advised that they will be appealing the decision as it will affect employment and service standards.

Council has previously taken the stance that Essential Energy, like all other infrastructure providers, should be operating within budget constraints that consider and factor in issues such as existing workforce, infrastructure needs and an individual’s capacity to pay.  Restricting a proposed percentage increase should not affect an efficient operation.
It should be noted that representatives from Essential Energy will be in attendance at the next REROC Meeting on the 23rd June, 2015 to discuss these issues. 

Unfortunately I will be unable to attend this meeting as I will be preoccupied with the issues around Ambulance Services in the Coolamon Shire.

COMMMUNITY SURVEY RESULTS - FFTF (L.05-05, SC275)
As part of the Submission process around the FFTF, Council conducted a Survey to determine the Communities thoughts in regard to this matter.  These Surveys were completed either electronically or in paper form and were supported by information presented at the Community Meetings.

Council received 283 responses and all the data has been included as an attachment to the Fit for the Future Submission.

In addition, a summary of the Survey has been provided in the business paper attachments for your information.  Whilst the questionnaire was focused on the issue of amalgamation, it also provided information on what people like about living in the Coolamon Shire and the performance of the Council in regard to some issues.  Attachment No. 7
97.5% of respondents indicated that they would prefer Coolamon Shire Council to remain as an independent Local Government Area and 90.5% didn’t think that a merger would improve the delivery of services.  

When given the option of indicating how Council could implement an increase in own source funding, 79% indicated that they would consider a small increase in rates as acceptable, whilst 48% indicated increasing fees and charges.  

These results confirm the Councillor’s opinions that were established during the preliminary phase of the Fit for Future Workshops.

FIT FOR THE FUTURE SUBMISSION (L.05-05, SC275)

As you are well aware Council is required to provide a Submission to IPART by the 30th June, 2015.

This Submission requires Council to explain how they believe they are capable of meeting the objectives of the State Government in the delivery of services and that they are a viable and sustainable partner in the regional context.
This has been a lengthy process that has required numerous Meetings, Submissions and Community Consultation.  Council was given the option of becoming a Rural Council in a Joint Organisation, merging with Bland and/or Temora or remain a Stand Alone Council after proving it had adequate scale and capacity in accordance with the IPART Methodology.

Council have been provided with a draft of the Submission as recently as Wednesday, 17th June, 2015 Council were advised by the Office of Local Government that changes would be made to the Template in the near future and Council should be aware of it.  This makes this process extremely difficult and has required considerable work to provide the information in the correct format that has been requested, only to be changed at the last minute.  

Council has at all times endeavoured to provide the correct information to all parties, be it the Community, Council or the Government, and will continue with this process.  By constantly changing requirements may mean that changes will be necessary to the document prior to submission.  The principle of Council’s position in regard to this matter is solid, and any submission will reflect Council’s intention to remain fit to continue its operations.

· FACILITIES MAINTENANCE

The Low Income houses along Dunrobin Street have over the past few months had considerable work done to bring them to a salable condition.  24 Dunrobin Street is the last to be completed and has had a new kitchen, floor coverings and paint.

· COOLAMON RFS

Work is now complete on the old section of the RFS building.  This included new guttering and flashing to waterproof the building, repair to damaged gyprock and framing and repainting.

· ORGANICS

Another batch of organics has been processed around 60m2 stored at the bottom yard.  This product is proving to be an excellent product and has negated the need to purchase soil for most situations.

· SLASHING

All regional roads will be slashed over coming weeks with some roads near Marrar and Ganmain already receiving attention.

· GANMAIN CEMETERY

Landscaping works will be completed in coming weeks in the area between the Lawn Cemetery and Monumental section.  A new garden bed has been created and will be planted and mulched shortly.

· NEW MOWERS

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01, SC284)

Noxious Weeds Officer Reports

· May has been a busy month for RENWA with weeds taking advantage of what rain we did receive and with many 'summer weeds' extending their lifespan in late Autumn and Winter. 
· Tiger Pear was removed from the Old Gundagai Road. The fact that there were approximately 200 necessitated the need for a bobcat and tip truck. This will have taken much of the root system which will delay but not prevent its reappearance.

· On the Treatment Works at Junee, African Box Thorn was removed from the spit of land using the cut - stump technique with Access herbicide and diesel. The result was excellent but won't  prevent birds reinfesting the site. The other area tagged for control, will be carried out when the water levels drop due to logistical problems. 
· Coolatai grass has also been on the march with 10 being hoed and bagged on Parkwood Lane and 200 on the Waterworks road at Bethungra.  A number of properties at Bethungra have been and will be inspected to check that it has not spread. An inspection of the nearby National Park is scheduled on the list for July. Coolatai grass was also removed from the Mirrool site with 30 in number. Fortunately this colony doesn't seem to be spreading outside of the original area. Reports from the ERNWAG meeting recently reveal new Coolatai grass sites near Grong Grong which will be inspected shortly. 
· Coolamon Shire recently carried out roadworks on London Hill and the Beckom South. As the two roads were renowned for Spiny Burr Grass sites a cooperative scheme was devised so Chris Slinger identified and marked the affected sites prior to the earthworks. The results were almost surgical with a great job being done.

· Blue Heliotrope is causing problems with an extensive spraying required. This weed is another that is on the march and is growing outside its normal lifespan.

2013-14 SEWERAGE PERFORMANCE MONITORING REPORT (S.03-01, SC503)

Council has recently received the most recent Sewerage Performance Report in relation to the Coolamon Shire Sewerage Treatment Facility.

(
An extract of the report has been attached.  The full report will be tabled at the meeting.  Attachment No. 12
Within the report Council is compared to other Councils who operate facilities of similar size.  In this regard Council appear to be performing adequately across the majority of indicators.  Examples of indicators in which Council are performing well included:  odour complaint, sewer main breaks and chokes, and management cost per property.

There are some areas in which Council can improve.  An example of this is the total revenue per property, however, as Councillors are aware sewer charges have been raised in an effort to provide a better economic rate of return for Council.  

There are other areas of the report that should be put into context as the report would indicate that Council are underperforming in certain areas, however, this is not the case.  An example of this is the percent of sewerage treated to a tertiary level (ie. to a standard that is considered healthy enough for re-use on sensitive areas such as parks and sporting fields) in which Council achieves a total of 71%.  This is under the state average of 98% and national average of 91%.  However, when put into context Councillors should be made aware that Council operate two Sewerage Treatment Plants (Coolamon and Ganmain).  100% of sewerage treated in Coolamon is recycled (apart from treated effluent that evaporates first), whilst 100% of the sewerage treated in Ganmain is left to evaporate, as the volume of sewage being treated does not make re-use viable.  

Another example is that of the average sewerage interruption time.  The reportable figure relates to the amount of time it takes to clear a sewer choke or break within Council’s main.  The reported 180 minutes that it generally takes Council to service the choke is more than the 109 minute State average and 105 minute National average, however when put into perspective, it is noted that Council only had six sewer chokes in this time, ranking 9th in the State.  

In summary, Council is aware of the issues required to maintain the Sewer Network to an acceptable and functional standard and will be undertaking the appropriate measures to ensure that this continues to occur.

DEVELOPMENT CONTROL PLAN (P.03-02, SC298)
As Councillors would be aware, Council have recently undertaken a period of public exhibition for its Draft Development Control Plan. As the exhibition period has now concluded, staff have undertaken an assessment of the feedback given, and as such have prepared a final document for Council endorsement.

At the conclusion of the exhibition period Council had received 2 submissions, one of which was from Council’s Heritage Advisor, Mr Noel Thomson in relation to heritage-related changes, whilst the other submission was from Droughtmaster Water Association Inc., who appear to be a body formed with the intention of resurrecting the former water pipeline that fed the Ardlethan Tin Mine prior to its closure in the mid-1980’s.

Copies of both submissions have been attached to the information papers.  Attachment No. 13.1
In accordance with Part 3 of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Regulation 2000, Council must consider any submissions made in relation to the Draft Development Control Plan, and may then:

a)
approve the plan in the form in which it was publicly exhibited, or

b)
approve the plan with such alterations as the council thinks fit, or

c)
decide not to proceed with the plan.

In terms of the submission provided by Council’s Heritage Advisor, all changes are considered appropriate and in keeping with Council’s strategic direction for the management of cultural heritage within the Shire.

In reference to the submission made by Droughtmaster Water Association Inc., the following comments are made:

· The basic principle around a DCP is primarily to deal with and manage local development. Accordingly DCP’s sit beneath Local Environmental Plans in the planning hierarchy.

Any development or redevelopment of the former tin mine site at Yithan would require intervention by higher Governmental authority above Council, and therefore higher order legislation (Acts, Regulations, LEP’s and SEPP’s) would take priority.

The unique characteristics and sheer scale of the site would ultimately mean that any proposed redevelopment of the site would be assessed on its individual merits.

For these reasons it is considered inappropriate for the DCP to get into specifics regarding the former tin mine site at this point in time.

· At present it is considered that there is adequate RU4 (Primary Production Small Lots; i.e. semi-rural) zoned land to cater for the needs of Ardlethan into the future. This was addressed as recent as 2011 prior to the adoption of the current Local Environmental Plan.

Aside from lack of demand (present and forecasted) and sewer, Council notes that limited access to other services (water, roads, drainage, electricity) should also be taken into account. In essence whilst ever there is a lack of demand, Council’s position in this regard should not change.

It’s also noted that a large proportion of the RU4 zoned land sits in close proximity to both the Bygoo and Mirrool Creeks, both of which are liable to significant flooding. As Councillors are no doubt aware, a Flood Study is currently being undertaken for Ardlethan. Any future planning for this area should take the findings of the final study and report into consideration prior to Council determining how to manage this area for the long-term. 

· Clause 12.2 of the draft DCP relates specifically to Industry and Commerce. As with the previous statement, current and forecasted demand for Industrial and Commercial orientated land in Ardlethan is low. Should demand unforeseeably rise, past studies have identified that infill development would sufficiently cater to the need, and therefore be considered sufficient in this regard.

· Regardless of Narrandera’s strategic direction, Council sees a greater benefit to the village of Matong by encouraging infill residential development within the village itself, rather than facilitating small lot acreage and/or irrigated horticultural development. There are 2 primary reasons for this:

i.
The current lack of infrastructure and demand for such land in and around Matong does not justify mass re-zoning. Likewise, accessing bulk water for the purposes of irrigation within the Coolamon Shire has never been a strategic direction pursued by Council or Coolamon Shire landowners.

ii.
Whilst Narrandera Shire Council may have rezoned a substantial area of land to be RU4, a comparison of the Coolamon and Narrandera LEP’s actually indicates that each Shire utilise the RU4 zone for different strategic reasons. In actual fact, the minimum lot size for the majority of Narrandera’s RU4 zoned land that adjoins the Coolamon Shire boundary has a minimum area requirement of 200ha, which is the same as Coolamon’s adjoining RU1 zone. In other words, Narrandera use RU4 as a broadacre farming zone, whilst Coolamon use RU4 for lifestyle and small acreage purposes.

· The DCP was constructed around the various studies and public engagement that were undertaken over the past decade in preparation for the current LEP. Under the direction of the Department of Planning, these documents and reports provided Council with an appropriate basis from which to development a strategic planning direction. It is Council’s opinion that the Local Government Review process (incl. TCorp outlooks, infrastructure auditing, etc.) is more to do with Governance and should not water-down or effect strategic planning directions or outcomes.

It is noted that Council disagrees with the outlook provided by agencies like TCorp and the Department of Local Government in this regard, for reasons that have been evident in Council’s work to date regarding its Fit for the Future submission.

· All planning maps were readily available throughout the exhibition period, including on Council’s website. The maps were (and still are) located at the rear of the complete draft document, and as a stand-alone document that could be downloaded independent of the remaining document.

Furthermore, maps were readily available in hard-copy formats at Council and at various locations throughout the community. At no point were Council staff made aware of anybody having difficulty accessing these maps.

(
Taking the above mentioned comments into consideration, staff have prepared what it is anticipated to be the final document ready for adoption by Council. A copy of the final Plan has been attached.  Attachment No. 13.2

DEVELOPMENT APPLICATION 50/2015 – 2 X 1500 TONNE OVER RAIL BINS FOR DIRECT LOADING OF TRAINS - LOT 10, DP 819656, 51 KAMARAH TANK ROAD, ARDLETHAN (RT1002327)
(
Council are in receipt of a Development Application from Graincorp seeking consent to construct 2 x 1500 tonne over-rail bins to allow for direct loading of trains at their Ardlethan Site located on Kamarah Tank Road.  A copy of the proposal has been attached.  Attachment No. 14
As can be seen the proposed loading infrastructure will be constructed both on private land (owned by Graincorp) as well over the existing rail siding currently managed by John Holland Rail.  The infrastructure itself consists of a central elevator that is 43 metres in height, flanked either side by 2 x 30 metre high grain silos, as well as an in ground hopper for the unloading of trucks. 

In accordance with Section 79c of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979, the following assessments have been made:

1)
The proposal is permissible in accordance with the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011 and generally meets the requirements of Council’s draft Development Control Plan.

2)
The proposed development is likely to have a positive impact both in the immediate area of the grain terminal and the inner Ardlethan Village area as well as the entire northern end of the Shire due to the ability to quickly and efficiently load grain onto rail and therefore reducing the requirement for the exporting of grain via road.  Whilst the new structure will be visually prominent, it will not necessarily have a negative impact on the surrounding built environment as it is located within an existing grain receival and storage precinct that already contains similar structures.
3)
In continuation of the above points, the location is considered a very suitable site for this kind of development.  This is primarily because the proposed structure will sit amongst existing grain handling infrastructure of a similar scale and size, whilst also being located directly alongside a rail freight corridor.  The proposal also lessens the need for Graincorp to utilise their existing silo and rail loading infrastructure located in the middle of town.
4)
The proposal was advertised to adjoining landholders, in the Temora Independent Newspaper, and on Council’s website.  Submissions are due to close on Wednesday, 24th June, 2015 (the day prior to the Council Meeting), however, to date there have been no submissions made in regards to the proposal.  Any submissions received between now and the forthcoming meeting will be tabled at the meeting accompanied by a late report.  

The information contained within this report is to allow Councillors to become familiar with the proposal at hand.  A late report will be provided at the meeting on account of the proposal still being on public notification at this point in time.

Further to the earlier report (HS4) regarding the above mentioned Development Application, I can advise that no submissions were received at the conclusion of the notification period.

Whilst this proposal should be assessed on its individual merits, mention should be made of the fact that this project forms one part of a number of projects that are targeted for the Ardlethan grain handling and storage precinct on Kamarah Tank Road over the coming months. As previously reported, a similar commitment to provide upgraded loading infrastructure has been made by Emerald Grain for its adjoining facility (staff are led to believe that a DA is imminent), whilst John Holland Rail are in the latter stages of design for an extension to the existing rail siding.

As a collective, these combined projects will offer greater export efficiencies to the grain handlers and rail operators, which should in turn provide a better economic return for local growers. Of particular benefit to Council is the fact that the provision of this infrastructure will assist in minimising heavy vehicle movements upon Council’s local road network, particularly during export periods, and in turn reduce the level of maintenance required to certain roads.

In summary the Development is in keeping with the surrounding land uses, and is permissible under Council’s LEP. Furthermore, the Section 79C assessment provided in the earlier report indicates that the proposal is appropriate for the site. 

It is therefore recommended that Council approve Development Application 50/2015 subject to the conditions of consent as listed below.

Council are in receipt of a Development Application to reconstruct the Ardlethan Bowling Club following the loss of the previous Clubhouse to fire approximately 12 months ago.  As Councillors are aware, the Ardlethan Bowling Club have been operating from a temporary Clubhouse since December 2014 whilst preparation and plans were made in regards to a new Clubhouse.

A copy of the proposal has been attached.  Attachment No. 15
The proposal has been assessed against the matters for consideration as listed in Section 79c of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979.  Accordingly the following statements are made:

1)
The proposal is permitted in accordance with the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011 and is generally in keeping with Council’s draft Development Control Plan.  
2)
The Bowling Club site is located within the Ariah Street heritage conservation area and may therefore have an impact on heritage throughout the wider precinct.  In order to ensure that heritage is not detrimentally impacted upon, the Bowling Club liaised with Council and its Heritage Advisor to ensure that the proposed Clubhouse and its design (primarily the building facade) was sympathetic to the streetscape.  

This was a challenging process due to the fact that the floor height of the new Clubhouse is required to be a minimum of 500 millimeters above the 1:100 year flood in accordance with the NSW Floodplain Development Manual.  As a result the floor level of the proposed new Clubhouse will be at approximately the same height as the top of the exiting perimeter fence, adding bulk and scale to the proposal.  To counter this the Bowling Club have elected to located the proposed new building 3.2 metres in from the Ariah Street boundary (to the front of the entry portico), whilst the main section of the building will be set back 6.5 metres.  

The end result will therefore be a less imposing building of the streetscape that incorporates design cues sympathetic to the surrounding streetscape, whilst also meeting floodplain development obligations.

d. A Notice of Work prior to commencement;

e. A Certificate of Compliance upon completion of the work; and

f. A Sewer Service Diagram upon completion of the work and prior to a final inspection being carried out by Council.

NOTE: The Act also requires that a copy of the Certificate of Compliance and the Sewer Service Diagram be supplied to the owner of the premises upon completion of the works.

21.
Plumbing and drainage installation and alterations shall be carried out in accordance with the provisions of the Plumbing Code of Australia (with NSW variations), which adopts the Australian Standard AS3500 – Plumbing & Drainage.

For the purpose of complying with these standards inspections shall be carried out:

1)
When all internal plumbing work is installed and prior to concealment.

2)
When all external plumbing work is installed and prior to backfilling.

22.
The finished floor level shall be minimum of 150mm above the surcharge gully on the sewer or septic tank and the surcharge gully shall be at least 150mm above the natural ground level.

FOOD HANDLING & TRADE WASTE REQUIREMENTS

23.
The development is to comply with the requirements of the NSW Office of Water’s ‘Liquid Trade Waste Regulation Guidelines’. Specifically this will require, but may not be limited to:

i.
The provision of a minimum 1,000 litre grease trap for the collection and removal of all oils, fats and grease from the premises prior to entering the onsite sewage management system (i.e. septic). Details of the grease trap and its location must be submitted to and approved by Council prior to the commencement of any plumbing work.

ii.
Dry Basket Arrestors in the sinks and floor wastes of all areas associated with cheese and food preparation and production.

24.
The kitchen and any other section of the building to be used for the preparation, storage or sale of food, together with all finished surfaces, equipment and appliances in that section, shall be constructed and be of a type that is strictly in accordance with the provisions of the Food Act 2003, as amended, the Regulations made thereunder, and the Australian Standard AS4674 – 2004 Construction and Fit Out of Food Premises. 

25.
All food preparation areas are to be provided with separate basins used solely for the purpose of hand washing. Hot and cold running water is to be provided through a single mixing spout. Soap and paper towels are to be provided to each of these hand wash basins.

26.
The kitchen must be provided with a kitchen exhaust hood complying with AS/NZS 1668.1 and AS 1668.2 where:
b) Any cooking apparatus has:

iii. A total maximum electrical power input exceeding 8kW; or

iv. A total gas power input exceeding 29MJ/h; or

FIRE SAFETY CONDITIONS

27.
The owner shall submit to Council a Final Fire Safety Certificate stating that each essential fire safety measure specified in the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building to which the certificate relates:

iii. Has been assessed by a properly qualified person, and

iv. Was found, when assessed, to be capable of performing to a standard not less than that required by the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building.

Further, the assessment is to be carried out within a period of three (3) months of the date on which the Final Fire Safety Certificate was issued.  The owner of the building shall forward a copy of the Certificate to the NSW Fire Brigades and also prominently display a copy in the building.

Note:  A Final Safety Certificate must be provided before a Final Occupation Certificate can be issued for the building.

28.
The building is to comply with the attached Fire Safety Schedule.

Note:  The attached schedule supersedes any earlier fire safety schedules and will cease to have effect when any later schedule is issued.

29.
The owner shall submit to Council an Annual Fire Safety Statement each twelve months after the Final Safety Certificate was issued.

30.
Exit doors are to have a minimum height of 2000mm and a minimum width of 750mm.

31.
An exit door must not be blocked at the point of discharge and where necessary, suitable barriers must be provided to prevent vehicles from blocking the exit, or access to it.

32.
In a required exit or path of travel to an exit there must be an unobstructed height throughout of not less than 2 metres and an unobstructed width throughout of not less than 1 metre.

33.
A door forming part of a required exit must be readily openable without a key from the side that faces a person seeking egress, by a single hand downward action or pushing action on a single device which is located between 900mm and 1200mm from the floor.

34.
A fire hydrant system must be provided to service the building. This can be by way of existing Goldenfields County Council network provided it complies with AS 2419. Certification of the hydrant system must be provided with the final Fire Safety Schedule.

35.
A fire hose reel is to be provided not more than 4 metres from a required exit door and located so that the nozzle of the fully extended fire hose reel will reach every part of the floor.

The fire hose reel is to comply with AS 1221 and AS 2441 and Clause E1.4 of the Building Code of Australia.

36.
Portable fire extinguishers containing an extinguishing agent suitable for the risk being protected must be installed in accordance with AS 2444. Whilst the building is under construction not less than 1 extinguisher to suite Class A, B and C fires and electrical fires must be provided at all times adjacent to each required exit.

37.
Exit signs are to be installed over each required exit in accordance with AS 2293.1.

38.
An emergency lighting system is to be installed in accordance with AS 2293.1.

39.
An exit door that is power operated must:

· Be able to be opened manually under a force of not more than 110N if there is a malfunction or failure in the power source; and

· Open automatically if there is a power failure to the door or on the activation of a fire or smoke alarm anywhere in the fire compartment served by the door.

PRIOR TO OCCUPATION

40.
The applicant is to obtain an Occupation Certificate pursuant to Section 109C of the EP&A Act 1979, as amended, from either Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority at the completion of the works to certify that works have been completed in accordance with the applicable standards of this consent.

41.
Stormwater shall be discharged to the roadside kerb and gutter. Any penetration of the kerb is to be done so as to not cause any damage to the existing kerb and gutter.

42.
The building is to be protected from attack by subterranean termites.  A notice showing full details of the termite barrier system complying with AS3660.1 – 1995 is to be submitted to Council BEFORE COMMENCEMENT OF WORK.

IT SHOULD BE NOTED THAT:

Council will not permit the use of hand held sprays for treatment beneath slab construction as the effective life of the treatment is limited.  To retreat the slab it is necessary to drill holes throughout the slab at 400mm centres and introduce fresh chemical.

Clause B1.3(j) of the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia)          requires that a durable notice must be permanently fixed to the building in a prominent location, such as in a meter box or the like, indicating:

The door to a fully enclosed sanitary compartment must:

vi. be readily removable from the outside of the compartment, unless there is a clear space of at least 1.2 metres between the closet pan within the sanitary compartment and the nearest part of the doorway.

45.
All wet areas including shower rooms, slop hopper or sanitary compartments must be water- resistant or waterproof in accordance with AS 3740 and the requirements of F1.7 of the Building Code of Australia.
46.
A continuous balustrade or other barrier must be provided if a landing of 1 metre or greater is created by the proposed structure.  Any balustrade or barrier that may be required shall be constructed in accordance with Part 3.9.2 of the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia) (Vol.2) – Balustrades.
47.
All rooms must be provided with light and ventilation in accordance with Part F4 of the Building Code of Australia.

48.
Any disabled access ramps and handrails shall be installed in accordance with Australian Standard 1428.1- 2009 Design for Access and Mobility, Part 1: General Requirements for Access – New Building Work.

The building must be provided with tactile ground surface indicators at the path of travel meeting a vehicular way adjacent to the principal public entrance to a building, where there is no kerb or kerb ramp at that point. Any tactile ground surface indicators required must comply with AS 1428.4.1.

Provision shall be made in the building and onsite for:

iv. Access to the building for people with disabilities in accordance with the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia).

v. Toilet facilities for people with disabilities in accordance with the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia), such facilities shall be accessible to persons working in or using the building, and in accordance with this requirement.

vi. One motor vehicle parking space on the site for the exclusive use of people with disabilities.  This parking space must have a direct path to the building and all required accessible areas complying with AS1428.

51.
Braille and tactile signage must comply with AS 1428.1 and Specification D3.6 of the     Building Code of Australia. 

52.
Signage in accordance with AS1428.1 must be provided for accessible unisex sanitary facilities to identify if the facility is suitable for left or right handed use.

LOCAL HERITAGE FUND COMMITTEE (H.04-09, SC235)


The Local Heritage Fund Committee met at Council on Tuesday, 9th June, 2015 to discuss funding applications made for the 2015/2016 financial year.  A copy of the meeting Minutes have been attached to the Business Paper.
In summary a total of eight applications were received by Council for the upcoming year with a total of $32,740.50 requested through these funding channels. This is a substantial increase from recent years. A total funding pool of $14,700 has been made available via joint contributions from Council and the NSW Heritage Office.

The following table summarizes the applications made to Council, the amounts requested together with the provisional amount allocated by the Committee.

It is noted that the works associated with Item No. 1 (34 Loughnan Street, Coolamon) were completed prior to the closing of applications and subsequently the Committee meeting.  In accordance with the application criteria of the fund, the allocation of funding to works previously completed is not permitted, and therefore the Committee elected to not fund the project.

In addition to the above the Committee has also resolved to create a contingency list to be used in the event of additional funding becoming available throughout the year, or if one of the successful applicants does not accept their funding offer. Details of the contingency list are detailed in the minutes of the Committee Meeting.

It is also worth making mention of the variety of applications made this year that not only cover a broad geographic area of the Shire, but also a number of different project types. These ranged from minor maintenance and structural stabilisation through to unique projects such as film restoration and museum displays.

LOCAL HERITAGE FUND COMMITTEE (H.04-09, SC235) (Continued)
The $14,700 funding pool that formed the backbone of the earlier report was to be sourced via an $8,200 contribution from Council and a $6,500 contribution from the NSW Heritage Office. It has come to light however that the funding formula tied to the Heritage Office’s offer requires a greater financial input from Council in order to receive the full funding amount.

(
A copy of the funding offer has been attached.  Attachment No. 19
On page 2 of the offer it can be seen that the Funding Formula is noted as being $1-for-$2 (being $1 from the Heritage Office for every $2 spent by Council). In essence this would require to outlay a total of $13,000 to receive the full $6,500 amount from the Heritage Office. This equates to an additional $4800 that has not been budgeted for the 2015/16 financial year.

Traditionally, funding for the Local Heritage Fund has been co-contributed by Council and the Heritage Office, with an approximate dollar-for-dollar split. In recent years the Heritage Office has been putting pressure on Council to increase its share of the funding in an effort to reduce its own inputs. Until this year, Council have been successful in obtaining the full allocation on account of its history of being able to account for the full funding amount, and providing “bang for buck” across its wide range of projects throughout the Shire.

For example, since 2001 approximately $545,000 worth of works have been aligned with the Local Heritage Fund in the Coolamon Shire. Of this figure, a total grant allocation of $197,000 has been put toward these projects, of which Council has contributed $106,500; a 54% input.

When the issue was raised with the Heritage Office, it was explained that this particular funding model has been put in place on account of a large number of Council’s not being able to consistently utilise their full funding allocation. Records indicate that this has rarely been an issue with Coolamon. Physical proof of Council being able to deliver good heritage outcomes on a limited budget throughout the towns and villages across the Shire.

Therefore on account of the above, there are several scenarios/options that Council may wish to consider:

1)
That Council formally request that the NSW Heritage Office consider releasing the full $6,500 allocation based on Council’s past results, particularly its ability to consistently and successfully allocate its full funding pool across a variety of worthy projects, and most importantly its ability to provide “bang for buck”; or

2)
In order for Council to meet the NSW Heritage Office’s funding criteria, either:
a)
Find an additional $3300 in its budget to meet the funding formula and maintain a 2015/16 funding pool of $14,700; or
b)
Reallocate the funding breakdown recommended by the Local Heritage Fund Committee for the 2015/16 year based on a total allocation of $12,300 (a reduction of $2,400).

That Council defer its determination until the July meeting; and
2)
That Council formally request that the NSW Heritage Office consider releasing the full $6,500 allocation based on Council’s past results and ability to deliver good heritage outcomes on a limited budget.

As Councillors would be aware over the past few months Staff have been putting into place arrangements to expand the kerbside organic Collection Service into Ganmain.  The expansion is a result of a number of reasons, primarily due to the success of the Coolamon Service, and also feedback from the Ganmain Community indicating their desire for such a service.

The service is to commence within the next few weeks with the first collection scheduled for Tuesday, 14th July, 2015.  Accordingly, the residents are now being provided with information regarding the service (see attached), whilst bins will be delivered next week.  Attachment No. 20
As part of the service residents will receive a 240 litre wheelie bin and a kitchen benchtop bin.  The benchtop bin will also come with numbered biodegradable bin liners.  The bin liners will not only assist householders in managing their kitchen food scraps but will also be used as an educational tool whereby residents who dispose of their kitchen waste in the correct manner will be in the running to win a $50.00 voucher to be used at a business within the Shire.  

It is noted that the expansion of the service into Ganmain is being supported by the NSW Environmental Trust as part of the NSW EPA’s Waste Less, Recycle More initiative.

In accordance with Section 644A of the Local Government Act 1993, Council must undertake a period of public notification prior to the establishment of the Alcohol Free Zone.  

With regard to Council’s traditional New Year’s Eve street celebrations held in Coolamon, there are provisions within the Act under Section 645 to suspend or cancel an Alcohol Free Zone.  In order to undertake this Council must pass a resolution after it receives a request from any person or body or at the Council’s own initiative.  Notice of the suspension must be published in the local newspaper.  

In summary, should Council choose to re-establish the Alcohol Free Zone, a notification will be placed in the Temora Independent newspaper declaring its intentions.  Representation or objections can be received for a period of 14 days after which the notice is published.  A further notification period of 30 days must be provided to the Officer in Charge of the local Police Station and each licensed premises that border on, or adjoin the proposed Alcohol Free Zone.  Any representation or submission received must be considered by Council.
