9.3.4 Savewater!® Alliance MEMBERSHIP AND WATER REFILL STATIONS
(G30058005)
Report prepared by Business Enterprise Officer
This report outlines the opportunity for council to strengthen community ties and promote GWCC through the installation of 1 water refill station per GP council area.  This project will also enhance the GWCC and GP council relationship through collaboration and offers community members fresh drinking water in prominent areas.   Total price for ordering 8 units is $28,800 plus GST, however with membership this is reduced to $17,240 plus GST (membership cost is $8,500 per annum). Delivery cost is $699 + GST per pallet (4 units per pallet). Total saving to council is $1,660.   Savewater units are competitively priced: Aquafil units are priced at $5,428 plus GST
and delivery.
 
DATA ACQUISITION PROJECT
 
Contacts for Goldenfields Data Acquisition Project have been signed and rollout is commencing.   I am advised that a team will be starting in Coolamon this week.   They will be installing the data equipment on all water meters.   This technology is one of the reasons that costs have been reduced and looks to be a very interesting concept.   Regarding water metres, the device reads the meter and transmits the data negating the need to have the metre ‘read’ on a quarterly basis.  The technology will identify almost immediately water breaks, leaks etc which will allow Goldenfields to despatch a repair crew most likely before the fault is identified by the home owner.   You may start to get enquires at Council about the installation process so I hope this information is helpful.

 

The  Data Acquisition Project has a number of interesting possibilities beyond that of reading water meters.   The system allows for movable items to be marked and tracked.   Examples include stock, vehicles, garbage bins etc etc.

 

I will provide a detailed report on this project at our next Council Meeting.”

COOLAMON SHIRE ANNUAL EVENTS STRATEGY (T.06-01)

Council should be looking to determine a policy that reflects its attitude towards the many annual events that are run throughout the Shire.  When the Events Calendar was being prepared Council received notification of approximately 90-100 of such activities.  All of these events are important to their own particular community and to the Committee that carries out the activity.  Council quite often receives requests to fund particular activities and at times when it does accede to a request for whatever reason, the requests from other organisations seem to escalate.  Quite obviously Council cannot provide funding to all of these events.
Council has already highlighted two events that it has resolved to undertake itself.  These being:

· the New Year’s Eve Festival, and

· the Coolamon Shire Photography Competition

The New Year’s Eve Festival is seen as a broad community event managed by Council and open to all residents of the Shire and not the domain of any one particular community.  Judging on commentary and attendances, the past events appear to be successful.  Arrangements are in hand for the conduct of the 2015 activity.

The Photography Competition was run by Council via a 355 Community Committee with the aim of enhancing the cultural activities within the Shire but also to give Council a database of photos which it could use for various promotional purposes.  In the coming budget the Photography Competition funding allocation has been reduced given that the project does not now need the level of funding that Council had originally provided.  Council has already given consideration to this activity and has resolved that next year the focus of the main prize should be altered to that of a photograph best depicting the Coolamon Shire.  This advice has been conveyed to the Committee and will be included in their advertising material.  

Council has in the past given consideration to what other events should or shouldn’t be funded and a policy by which it could allow this to occur.  As Council would be aware it already conducts a Heritage Funding Programme for various buildings and businesses throughout the Shire.  This formula appears to be successful and perhaps Council may wish to look at it in terms of an Events Funding Programme.  Funding for this programme should not require additional resources from Council as adjustments have been made to the direction of promotional activities within the current budget.

(
Attached to Council’s information papers is a information brochure outlining how the Event Funding Programme would work, but in essence it would enable Council to provide funding to specific events that already have a history of success within their current activities.  This funding should be over and above what is normally provided within their current budget with the sole aim of:  Attachment No. 5
1)
improving the Event, and

2)
more importantly increase visitation to the town and the Shire.

The programme has been developed around funding for perhaps two or maybe three events.  Any more than this the funds that are available will get dispersed too widely and have little effect.

The events that are successful will receive additional emphasis during the various seasonal marketing campaigns.  Currently it is proposed to prepare a Calendar of Events based on seasons with marketing campaigns developed for each of those particular seasons, (ie. Winterfest).

All events that have been notified to Council will receive advertising, however, the ones that are selected under the Events Programme will receive that special emphasis.  

The other tourism activity that needs addressing by Council is membership of the Riverina Regional Tourism Organisation.  That body is currently being reviewed with splinter organisations being suggested.  At this point I believe Council should give an indication that it is considering its position as a member of this organisation and when the structure of the regional body representing tourism in this area has been determined, then seek a delegation from that Committee as to why Council should remain as a member with specific reference to the actual benefits received by communities from within our Shire.

SECTION 355 COMMITTEES (C.09-01)
The restructuring of Council’s Section 355 Committees over the past few years has been undertaken so that Council can build better and more collaborative relationships with the “community” that it represents. 

In the past, Council has focused on developing these relationships based on the location of the community of interest, (ie. Advance Ardlethan, Advance Ganmain, Advance Beckom Hall & Community and Advance Marrar).  These relationships have prospered and the Committees give an overall representation of what the goals and aspirations that their communities have and a working relationship has developed with Council and the Committees coming together towards achieving common goals.

Council has previously identified other groups that have a common interest that are not based on location including business, farmers and sport and recreation groups.  Formal consultation with a number of these groups was undertaken in the “Stakeholder Workshops” as part of the development of the Coolamon Shire Community Strategic Plan – “Our Communities 2030” back in 2010.

Council staff are now considering, given a number of the objectives and strategies from within the Community Strategic Plan are related to demographics associated with age, that it may be appropriate to create committees to represent different age groups.  

In the past the communities of Ardlethan, Coolamon and Ganmain have had Senior Citizens groups.  Council has had some relationships with these groups, especially during Senior Citizens Week where the annual Seniors Dinner has been sponsored by Council.  Council has also arranged a Public Liability Insurance policy on behalf of the groups that has been paid for on an annual basis by the Coolamon and Ganmain Seniors together with Coolamon Lions and Coolamon Rotary.  This premium for this policy has increased somewhat in the past few years which is making it harder for the groups to contribute towards this cost.

NOXIOUS WEEDS REPORT (N.02-01)

Senior Weeds Officer, Robert Ferguson Reports

· All roads and lanes continue to be inspected across the three Shires for noxious weeds.  The limited rain which has fallen has given rise to a large number of weeds which continues to keep us busy.

· The two weeds which are of greatest concern are Spiny Burr Grass and Silverleaf Nightshade.  The former has germinated off very limited moisture and as things dry off, is producing seeds.  This is occurring once again on the railway lines in Coolamon and Brushwood.  Because of their proximity to the Grain Corp facilities on both sites, there is real potential for the seed to be spread by harvest trucks if the problem is not managed.  John Holland staff has been alerted to the problem and discussions will be held with them by RENWA staff as to the best management regime.  

· Spiny Burr Grass has also been mapped and marked on London Hill Road and preparations are being made to conduct spraying operations.  Plans for the mapping of Beckom South Road have also being made as it has a known history along this road.

· Silverleaf Nightshade is a major problem in some areas; however a three year research project funded by MLA is commencing shortly looking at control methods, DNA analysis and allopathy.  This project will be led by Han When Wu at Department of Primary Industries, Wagga Wagga and will be a cooperative effort by Weed Officers, Landcare, grower groups and supervised by Principle Research Officer, Mr Phil Bower.  Two sites have been selected so far; one in Junee Shire and one in Coolamon Shire.

· Other weeds which are being mapped for spraying programs are Johnson Grass, Blue Heliotrope and Bathurst Burr.  Preparations are also taking place to carry out spraying operations for Prickly Pear, Tiger Pear, Cactus and other members of the Opuntia family.

The original programme under the previous government was to rollout 10,000,000 properties over 10 years and to date only 3% has been provided.  At this stage NBN could not give any definite dates in relation to Coolamon.

v) Community Event / Community Group of the Year
An event that attracts broad/large community support and/or external
visitation.
