It was also discussed about the increase in drug related occurrences within not only the State but this Region and that Mr Noble does not have a dedicated Drug Investigation Team within his precinct.

NOXIOUS WEEDS REPORT (N.02-01, SC284)

Senior Weeds Officer, Robert Ferguson Reports

· Continued stormy weather and warm soil temperatures have contributed to extended germination and growth of weeds.  Comparisons with prior year’s records indicate that numbers are five times that of previous years.  In addition, these weeds are being found in places never before seen.  This anecdotal information comes from many district landholders, weed officers as well as RENWA staff.  The amount of summer-based weeds is unprecedented.  A good example is Cartwright’s Lane which normally has 100 – 200 Silverleaf Nightshade plants; this year it has over 700.

· A major operation was carried out on the 25 February along the Olympic Highway to destroy a Silverleaf Nightshade incursion on eight different sites comprising an estimated 3600 plants.

· Devils Claw, Johnston Grass, Blue Heliotrope and Bathurst Burr numbers have also been in numbers probably never seen before.

· A new incursion of Coolatai Grass has been discovered at Old Junee.  They are of the Class 3 weed and only a small area of 40m2 and was detected on 24 January and sprayed the following day.  This brings the total number of sites in Junee Shire to five with the major outbreak centred on the railway between Rockview Crossing and Old Junee.

· Baylis Lane, previously thought not to be part of the Junee Shire Council network, has recently been confirmed to be so.  With regard to noxious weeds, this thoroughfare has, over a decade, been a conduit for Silverleaf Nightshade, Blue Heliotrope and Bathurst Burr.  RENWA will now be including this lane in its route responsibilities.

· The NSW Fire Service is in the process of making the Old Junee Hall a “safe place” in times of emergencies for the village community.  A noxious weed, Tree of Heaven, has been growing around the hall.  The owner of the land has sprayed the weed after previously knocking down the bulk of it in 2014.  A further spraying may be necessary.  The issue is being overseen by RENWA staff.

GANMAIN ORGANIC WASTE COLLECTION (G.01-11, SC199)
In December 2014, Council applied for grant funding under the NSW EPA & Environmental Trusts ‘Waste Less Recycle More Initiative’ for the establishment of a fortnightly Kerbside Organic Waste Collection in Ganmain. It was recently announced that Council were successful in obtaining a grant of $21,405.

The application was submitted on the back of the success of the Coolamon Organic Waste Collection, which commenced in 2012, following on from a regional trial conducted by the Riverina Eastern Regional Organisation of Councils (REROC) that included the towns of Coolamon, Cootamundra, Junee and Gundagai. Residents are levied $55/annum for the service. All waste collected is composted for re-use across Council’s many parks and gardens located throughout the Shire.
An expanded service would provide Ganmain residents with an additional 240L garbage bin in which organic waste (i.e. most food and garden wastes) would be collected fortnightly, similar to the current recycling collection. Should Council proceed with implementing the service in Ganmain, approximately 2/3 of the Shire’s village-based population will have access to a Kerbside Organic Waste Collection.
In February, information was provided to Ganmain residents to introduce the idea of a Kerbside Organics Collection. Feedback was sought regarding this via an optional survey, which received a response rate of approximately 25%, surpassing all expectations.
(
A breakdown of the survey data has been attached.  Attachment No. 13
In summary the results of the survey are as follows:

· 76% believed that an organics collection is a good idea.

· 71% would like Council to provide the service.

· 63% are prepared to pay for such a service via an annual rate levy of $55 or approximately $1/week (the same as the existing Coolamon service).

· 38% currently dispose of their food waste in the red-lid bin, 32% home compost, whilst 29% feed leftover food to their pets (chooks, dogs, etc.).

· 53% currently dispose of their green waste to landfill, whilst 34% home compost.

Most respondents in favour of the collection did not provide additional written comments. Of those that did, the most common response was that the collection is a great idea, especially those without the means or ability to currently transport organic waste to the landfill site. Other responses raised legitimate concerns such as how to control odour, and what to do if the bin got too heavy. Naturally Council received its share of negative feedback, with some community members labelling the proposal as an excuse to generate more income and a green tax.

The above results however clearly indicate that the majority of the Ganmain community would support the introduction of a fortnightly kerbside organics collection. The grant funding also ensures that Council can roll-out the programme with minimal expense. Ongoing costs would be levied in exactly the same way as Coolamon residents are levied (i.e. $55/annum or approx. $1/week), ensuring that the programme continues to be relatively cost-neutral.

SOLID WASTE LANDFILL PROPOSAL AT THE ARDLETHAN TIN MINE (G.01-12, SC519)
(
Council Staff have recently been in discussion with the owners of the former Ardlethan Tin Mine Site who are proposing a Solid Waste Landfill Project.  A background paper detailing the project has been attached.  Attachment No. 14
In summary the proposal would see the facility accepting upwards of 400,000 tonnes of putrescible waste from the Sydney Metropolitan area per annum.  The waste would be transported to the site via rail.  The proposal also has scope to accept waste from local Council areas.  

Due the scale of the project it is regarded as being State Significant Development in accordance with the State Environmental Planning Policy (State and Regional Development) 2011.  In essence this means that the Consent Authority is the NSW Government (specifically the Minister for Planning).  Because of this the planning process is somewhat different to the process usually experienced by Council and its communities.  

The process is essentially commenced by the applicant, who is to make application to the Department of Planning for Director-General’s requirements.  Once this has occurred the applicant meets with all relevant State Government Departments (eg:  EPA, Department of Planning, RMS etc) and Council to provide a framework for an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS).  This is Council’s opportunity to raise the majority of its concerns in terms of planning and environmental outcomes.  

Once the EIS has been prepared the applicant can lodge the DA with the Department.  At this point the development is put on public exhibition to allow members of the public and other relevant stakeholders to make submissions where required.  The assessment process will then be determined according to the number of submissions received and accordingly will go one of either two directions.  If there are less than 25 submissions that object to the proposal, there are no objections by Council, and there are no reportable political donations by the applicant, then the application maybe assessed by senior officers of the Department of Planning.  If any of these three criteria are not met, the application will be assessed and determined by the Planning Assessment Commission.

It is noted that on Wednesday, 11th March, 2015 the proponent made application with the Department of Planning for Director-General’s requirements.  A meeting between the applicant, Council Staff and the relevant State Government Agencies is currently being scheduled.

This is not the first instance of a proposal to utilise the former Tin Mine Site for waste management.  Councillors may recall a similar proposal that was refused by a Commission of Inquiry in the late 1990’s.  

Since that time a similar project has been approved and has subsequently commenced operating out of a disused mine site at Woodlawn, located between Goulburn and Canberra.  Similarly the Woodlawn operation receives waste via train from the Sydney Metropolitan area and is disposed of in a former mining pit.  The Woodlawn site is considered to be at the forefront of waste management in Australia at this point in time, primarily because of the overall environmental sustainability of the site.  Methods and technology used onsite not only dispose of the waste, but also capture gases and energy that provide electricity to the New South Wales Electricity Grid.  Heat captured from the generation of electricity at the site is also used to operate a Barramundi Fish Farm also located on the site.

The relevance of this site to the proposal currently being put before Council is that Councillors and the general public have an opportunity to view firsthand how waste management can be undertaken on such a large scale, in a somewhat similar method to that proposed.

At this stage the proposal is still in its infancy, however, the applicant’s recent application for Director-General’s requirements indicate a genuine desire to move forward with the project.  Accordingly it is recommended that a tour of the Woodlawn Site be arranged for Councillors and Senior Staff in order to gain a better understanding of the scale and type of development that could potentially take place in Ardlethan.

Development Application 10/2015 – change OF USE: FIRE STATION TO FIRE MUSEUM – Lot 1 DP 1099329 – 46 LOUGHNAN Street Coolamon (PF1166 & RT1001165)

Council is in receipt of a Development Application seeking a change of use of the former Coolamon Fire Station to a Fire Museum. The building is currently managed by Council under a lease recently acquired from the Crown.

In accordance with Council policy the application was notified to adjoining landholders and on Council’s website. 2 submissions were received.

A copy of the submissions have been attached.  Attachment No. 16.2
Council are required to consider these submissions under Section 79C of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979. Both submissions support the proposal in the first instance, however they also indicate that they don’t wish for the development to cause an increase in parking in the service road cul-de-sac on the western side of Cowabbie Street.

Ultimately parking is the biggest issue with this application. This is based primarily around the unique location of the site which is an island within the north/south traffic lanes of Cowabbie Street at the junction of Loughnan Street. Aside from one worker parking space at the rear (which in itself is difficult to access), there can be no visitor parking on-site due to traffic vision issues at this intersection. This is one of the reasons that forced Fire & Rescue NSW into seeking a new location. Therefore by default pedestrian access is the only method of accessing the site for any visitor.

In saying this, the intent around parking in the Cowabbie Street Business Precinct as outlined in Council’s Draft Development Control Plan is to encourage park and walk activities. At approximately 230-250m in length, the precinct is well within the 400m distance provided by planning guidelines for this kind of situation.

Furthermore, whilst the nearby cul-de-sac is close, it is difficult to access and further away from the remainder of the business precinct. Based on this notion, an increase in parking in this specific location is highly unlikely.

As mentioned, pedestrian access is essentially the sole means of accessing the site. At present this is not considered a major issue, as the forecourt of the site forms part of the existing pedestrian Loughnan Street pedestrian link. This pedestrian access has existed for many decades with minimal issues. A 50kph vehicular speed limit also applies in this area. Based on this, additional traffic calming measures are not considered necessary at this point in time, but may be considered in future as a precinct-wide measure.

Further consideration should also be given to the close proximity to the existing Up-to-Date Museum Precinct.  The close proximity and similar uses of the two should result in synergies whereby a mutual patronage will be shared, most likely resulting in a spread of visitors across both sites.  This spread is also likely to carry through to other matters such as parking and toilet use.

The only other major issue associated with the development is internal disabled access. The building itself is only small (approx. 90m²) and has 2 differing floor levels – another reason for the departure of FRNSW. Therefore making the building comply with accessibility requirements is a difficult task without substantial re-construction works which would prove cost-prohibitive and ultimately make the building obsolete for any future use. The applicant has made proposals to alleviate these issues by aiming to provide fold-away ramps and potentially re-configuring the existing shower room into a disabled toilet. These issues can be addressed through appropriate conditions of consent.

An assessment undertaken by staff has determined that all other aspects of the application are considered acceptable and in keeping with Council planning and environmental policies. On account of this, it is recommended that Council approve the proposed Fire Museum subject to conditions of consent listed below.

NOTE: Council is both the Land Manager and Consent Authority for this parcel of land. This report and assessment is based solely on the land use issues associated with the EP&A Act. Whilst this recommendation would permit the proposed use by the applicant, any agreement to use and operate a museum in this space is subject to a separate negotiation by Council.

FIRE SAFETY

10. Braille and tactile signage must comply with AS 1428.1 and Specification D3.6 of the Building Code of Australia. 

11. Signage in accordance with AS1428.1 must be provided for accessible unisex sanitary facilities to identify if the facility is suitable for left or right handed use.

12. The building must be provided with tactile ground surface indicators at the path of travel meeting a vehicular way adjacent to the principal public entrance to a building, where there is no kerb or kerb ramp at that point. Any tactile ground surface indicators required must comply with AS 1428.4.1.

13. The applicant is to obtain an Occupation Certificate pursuant to Section 109C of the EP&A Act 1979, as amended, from either Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority at the completion of the works to certify that works have been completed in accordance with the applicable standards of this consent.

FIRE SAFETY

14. The early fire hazard indices of materials and assemblies must comply with Specification C1.10 of the Building Code of Australia.

15. The owner shall submit to Council a Final Fire Safety Certificate stating that each essential fire safety measure specified in the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building to which the certificate relates:

16. Has been assessed by a properly qualified person, and

17. Was found, when assessed, to be capable of performing to a standard not less than that required by the current Fire Safety Schedule for the building.

i. Further, the assessment is to be carried out within a period of three (3) months of the date on which the Final Fire Safety Certificate was issued.  The owner of the building shall forward a copy of the Certificate to the NSW Fire Brigades and also prominently display a copy in the building.

ii. Note:  A Final Safety Certificate must be provided before a Final Occupation Certificate can be issued for the building.

18. The building is to comply with the attached Fire Safety Schedule.

i. Note:  The attached schedule supersedes any earlier fire safety schedules and will cease to have effect when any later schedule is issued.

19. The owner shall submit to Council an Annual Fire Safety Statement each twelve months after the Final Safety Certificate was issued.

20. Portable fire extinguishers containing an extinguishing agent suitable for the risk being protected must be installed in accordance with AS 2444. Whilst the building is under construction not less than 1 extinguisher to suite Class A, B and C fires and electrical fires must be provided at all times adjacent to each required exit.

21. Exit signs are to be installed over each required exit in accordance with AS 2293.1.

22. All exits must not incorporate a step or ramp at any point closer to the doorway than the width of the door leaf.

23. Exit doors are to have a minimum height of 2000mm and a minimum width of 750mm.

24. An exit door must not be blocked at the point of discharge and where necessary, suitable barriers must be provided to prevent vehicles from blocking the exit, or access to it.
25. In a required exit or path of travel to an exit there must be an unobstructed height throughout of not less than 2 metres and an unobstructed width throughout of not less than 1 metre.
