LIQUOR ACCORD (A.07-01, SC19)
Council received a request from one of the Publicans within the Coolamon Township as to the procedures to establish a Liquor Accord.  

A Liquor Accord is the implementation and enforcement of a set of local conditions established by a Committee that includes representatives of the Licensed premises owners and operators, the Police and Council as representative of the Community.  These local policies or protocols are determined by the Committee and revolve around the control of antisocial behaviour in public areas as a result of alcohol consumption.  Generally the co-operation of the licensed premises operators determine such issues as hours of operation, exclusion of patrons etc.

I have contacted Sergeant Bernard Nix of the Junee Police Station and Senior Constable Jake Ellis of the Coolamon Police Station who are both in agreement that such an accord could be beneficial.  

At this stage the local Coolamon Township Hoteliers agree that this would be beneficial.

In view of the commitment by the Police and the licensed operators, it is thought appropriate that Coolamon Shire Council should help facilitate such an accord commencing in the Coolamon Township.  

Should the success of this venture, or a need be identified for this to extend Shire wide, Council has no concerns in this regard.

RURAL FIRE SERVICE (F.03-11, SC459)

On the 22nd February, 2016 Council were provided with the NSW Rural Fire Service District Bids and Estimates for the 2016/17 Budget.  The bid amount as it was provided has been attached for your information.  There is a slight increase on the draft bid as was provided prior to Christmas and it is now $151,395.  This will include a new tanker.  Attachment No. 9.1
By comparison with the 5 year estimate as was provided during the Fit for Future Submissions specifically to allow for future financial planning, there is an increase of approximately $27,000.  This has been associated with the ever increasing VASS charges and the reduction in the reimbursement.

Coolamon Shire were required to confirm this estimate by 26th February, 2016.  Therefore this so called consultation lasted four days and did not allow adequate time for any information to be presented to Council.

Council contested the need for a new tanker and enquired as to whether or not there could be a shuffle of tankers to allocate the under-utilized machinery to better suit the Zone requirements.  

The RFS advised that they would be proceeding with the bid as identified regardless of whether Council endorsed the process or not.  

(
As a result of this Council called a meeting with the other Zone Members to discuss their feelings in relation to this matter and to discuss the needs of the Zone.  (See attached).  Attachment No. 9.2
The other Councils indicated their frustration at the process and the inability for anyone to curb the rising costs of the RFS.  It appears that Local Government is the only body that wish to hold the RFS to any sort of accountability in regard to their budget.  As I have said adnauseam, the process has been set up to ensure that all cuts that can be made to the RFS are undertaken at the volunteer level.  This is considered an unacceptable situation.  

(
In addition a meeting was also held with the Zone Captains which was quite informative and allowed the Zone Captains the ability to discuss many issues and think about the fire requirements of the Coolamon Shire, both now and in the future.  There was good dialogue between the RFS and the Group Captains and a copy of the meeting notes have been attached for your information.

In regard to the utility, it was discussed with the RFS and the Group Captains to determine first its validity and secondly, what should be done in this regard.  It is quite obvious that the vehicle has been purchased and ready for delivery into the Coolamon Shire and it will be either under a bushfire plate or registered by Council.  

The Group Captains questioned the need for such a vehicle and made the statement: “that if it didn’t have water attached or available with it, then it was no use on the emergency firefighting ground”.  The RFS explained that the vehicle had an emergency management role and communication was its most important requirement on the fire front.  

As a result, this meeting moved a motion as to where any vehicle would be stored, with the result being that it would be held at the Coolamon RFS building.  This was based on the fact that once all things were considered such as the number of tankers/volunteers and who could make use of this vehicle, this was the most central location.  

As a result Council need to make a decision again on this utility as the last resolution of Council is that it not be accepted.

ARDLETHAN SEWER (S.03-02, SC361)
Council will recall that there have been numerous reports and assessments undertaken in regard to the provision of sewer in Ardlethan.  


It had been included on the previous Country Towns Water Supply and Sewerage Programme under the direction of the NSW Office of Water.  This programme subsequently ceased, and without third party funding Council removed it from its long term Business Plan.

Since then Infrastructure NSW has identified the Ardlethan Sewerage Scheme as a worthy project and Council submitted an Expression of Interest on the back of an Election promise from the State member for Cootamundra.  Attached is a copy of this correspondence.  Attachment No. 10
Council have always maintained that the size and cost of a Sewerage Network in Ardlethan is beyond the means of the community to finance outright.  For this reason Council removed it from its 10 Year Operational Plans and the Strategic Business Plans:  Sewerage Business Plan, as without government funding it would not be possible.  

In addition to the current funding opportunity by Infrastructure NSW there is also the opportunity to include the project in the National Stronger Regions Funding that is available.  

For this reason Council will continue to pursue all avenues to undertake the sewerage work in Ardlethan through the various funding opportunities available.

· Treated effluent supplies have held up well.  The dams at the trotting tracks currently are around 50% capacity with demand likely to decrease rapidly in coming weeks.

· The hot dry weather along with irrigation break downs has lead to some landscaped areas suffering damage.  This includes section of Cowabbie Street, Coolamon and Victory Park, Ganmain.  Repairs are currently underway.

· Slashing:  Some roadside slashing was able to take place where little fire hazard existed over the past month.  Urban areas will be targeted leading into Autumn.

· Volunteer Mower:  Marrar Community has been without a volunteer mower since John Butterfield was forced to retire due to ill health.  A new volunteer has recently been inducted, Steve Buttergieg who works for Coolamon Shire Council has volunteered his services and the hope is more community members will take on the role in coming months.  

· Allawah Village:  All garden units around Allawah Village will receive attention after the hot weather.  Shrub replacement, weeding and mulching will be carried out.

PLANT REPORT 2016/2017 CONSIDERATIONS

The attached report details the replacement items proposed for the forthcoming year. (See Plant Replacement Schedule attached). The following major items are up for consideration:

1)
Replacement of one 10m3 gravel truck (Plant No.124). This truck is on an eight year replacement cycle and is due this year with over 270,000km of work accrued. 10m3 gravel truck (Plant No.124) will replace 10m3 water truck (Plant No.122) with over 300,000km of work accrued.

2)
Replacement of one construction Gang 2 water tank (Plant No.594). This water tank is located on truck (Plant No.123) and is on a re-assess annually cycle and is due for replacement.

3)
Replacement of one heavy self-propelled smooth steel drum roller (Plant No.366). This roller is on a ten year replacement cycle and is due this year with over 6500 hours of work accrued. The replacement roller will be allocated to construction gang 1.

4)
Replacement of one facilities maintenance utility (Plant No.273). This vehicle is on a three/four year replacement cycle and is due this year with over 100,000km of work accrued.

5)
Replacement of one works foreman utility (Plant No.291). This vehicle is on a three/four year replacement cycle and is due this year with over 100,000km of work accrued.

6)
Replacement of one high pressure water cleaner (Plant No. 565). This pressure cleaner is located in the Coolamon depot and is on a re-assess annually cycle and is due for replacement.

Parks and Gardens Plant Report  16/17
Community mowers 

No community mowers were purchased last year. This reflects reduced hours done on the mowers as volunteers become harder to engage within our outlying communities.

Matong’s  mower currently has 196 hours on it and is considered good enough to be kept at Matong and continue for another 12 months.

Beckom’s mower has 450 hours and should be replaced in 16/17. Marrar’s mower has 370 hours and will need replacing the year after.

Coolamon Toro Zero Turn – 1 machine to be replaced 16/17.

Walker GHS to be replaced 17/18.

Parks and Facilities Trailer

This trailer is around 20 years old and has reached the end of its useful lifespan. This trailer received attention last year when several beams gave way beneath the trailer. The design and capacity of the running gear is not adequate for the loads being carried with our larger mowers. The GVM of the trailer is 2000kg and with additions made to boxes, ramps, and sign holders along with larger mowers we are now over 2500kg’s. The trailer should have electric brakes in its current form.

As it is currently configured the trailer poses an insurance risk for the Council. Due to the age of the trailer and quality of construction it is recommended that it should be replaced.

NSW GOVERNMENT’S RIGHT TO FARM POLICY (P.03-01, SC297)
Council has recently received information from the NSW Department of Primary Industries regarding the introduction of its Right to Farm Policy.  The policy was developed due to a growing statewide issue whereby urbanisation practices were impacting upon agricultural operations resulting in conflict.  

(
The policy’s underlying aim is to ensure that farmers can continue to lawfully farm their land as conflicting land uses encroach closer to their operations.  This does not necessarily imply an “open slather” approach, but more so one that also ensures farmers are managing the potential matters for conflict such as chemical use, machinery noise, odour and bio-security in a sensible manner, whilst also ensuring that nearby landowners are aware that matters such as dust, livestock and crops/long grass will be experienced from time to time. Council has been providing information to prospective land purchasers regarding this subject for some time as part of the Section 149 Certificate process.  A copy of this has been attached.  The new Statewide Policy will help reinforce and strengthen this information.  Attachment No. 11.2
Overall I believe that the preparation of the Right to Farm Policy is a positive outcome from the State Government, and will assist Council Staff further in reducing conflict and potential conflict into the future.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE COOLAMON LOCAL ENVIRONMENTAL PLAN 2011 (P.03-03, SC299)

Staff have recently been reviewing the land use tables contained within the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011.  The review was prompted following several instances where potential developers have approached Council seeking to undertake a proposal, however, in each instance the proposal has been deemed prohibited due to its exclusion from the applicable land use table contained within the LEP.

The land use tables contained within the LEP essentially determine the objectives of a particular zone, what works are permitted without the consent of Council (ie. exempt development), works that are permitted with consent (permissible works where a Development Application is required), and development types that are prohibited.

(
The review has identified that Council may wish to amend both its RU1 and RU4 zones in this regard.  A copy of the land use table for each of these zones has been attached.  Attachment No. 12
PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE RU1 PRIMARY PRODUCTION ZONE

The following land uses are proposed to be added under the heading “Permitted with Consent”, therefore meaning that prior to any of these uses being approved by Council a development application must be submitted and assessed on its merits.

1)
Electricity generating works

The addition of electricity generating works as a permissible land use to the RU1 zones meets the zone objective by encouraging diversity in primary industry enterprises, encourages sustainable primary industry by maintaining and enhancing the natural resource base and most importantly, it does not have an adverse impact on agricultural activities.  An example of this would be a solar farm development.  Council has been approached during the past twelve months by a syndicate seeking to explore solar farm opportunities on the back of government incentives.  

2)
Function Centres

The addition of function centres to the RU1 primary production zone is seen as an extension to the zone objective of encouraging tourist and visitor accommodation that does not have an adverse impact on agricultural activities, and also encouraging diversity amongst the primary industry field.  Function Centres are seen as being a suitable fit for this zone for a number of reasons, including but not limited to, the ability for landholders to showcase the rural character of our Shire against the backdrop of a working farm, reducing the likelihood of neighbour impacts such as noise and light spill, and the ability for farmers to diversify in their business interests.  Council have had several approaches regarding the permissibility of Function Centres in the RU1 zone over the past 12-18 months.  

3)
Research Stations

Interestingly Research Stations already exist as a permissible use within the RU4 Primary Production Small Lot Zone, however, is currently not permitted within the RU1 Zone.  In accordance with the dictionary contained within the LEP, Research Station means a building or place operated by a public authority for the principle purpose of agricultural, environmental, fisheries, forestry, minerals or soil conservation research, and includes any associated facility for education, training, administration or accommodation.  It is the opinion of staff that the inclusion of Research Stations within the RU1 Zone is a more suitable fit than perhaps its existing inclusion in RU4.  It could also be argued that the major industry within the Shire is broadacre cropping and livestock farming, therefore any such Research Station that may be proposed in future would most likely need to reflect that of the local Agricultural Industry.  Research Stations also meet the objectives of the Zone, primarily by facilitating an encouragement of sustainable primary production, encouraging diversity in Primary Industry enterprises and systems, minimizing conflict between land uses within this zone and land uses within adjoining zones, whilst it could also be argued that a Research Station could hold tourism potential.  

ADDITIONS TO RU4 PRIMARY PRODUCTION SMALL LOTS

As with the proposed RU1 additions, the additions to the RU4 Zone are focused on adding land uses that would be permitted with consent.

1)
Storage Premises

There are a number of areas throughout the Shire that are currently Zoned RU4 that are considered suitable for storage premises, and include areas that already contain non-residential uses or are not particularly attractive or service able to be residential options.  Storage premises are a growing industry within the Shire with several premises now approved within Coolamon in the RU5 Village Zone.  These existing premises have demonstrated to staff that with the appropriate conditions of consent, monitor, and compliance, storage units can be a successful business venture with minimal impact on surrounding land uses.  

2)
Sewage Treatment Plants

The addition of Sewerage Treatment Plants to the RU4 Zone has been identified out of necessity should the proposed Ardlethan Sewerage Scheme come to fruition.  The land currently set aside by Council for a future Sewerage Treatment Plant in Ardlethan is currently zoned RU4, however, in accordance with the LEP in its current state, this proposed use would be prohibited.  Adding this land use to the RU4 land use table, is not seen as a major issue or is being likely to attract unwanted or unneeded development as the only realistic developer of such land use would be Council.  

A number of actions must occur prior to any of the above changes being made, the first of which is a resolution from Council supporting the proposed amendments.  Once Council has resolved to support the amendment, a planning proposal is lodged with the NSW Department of Planning in accordance with the requirements of Section 56 of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979.  Under delegation from the Minister, departmental staff will then determine the required period for community consultation, allowing the community to comment on the proposal should they wish.  Any comments are to be considered by Council prior to proceeding.  The Planning proposal can then proceed to the Minister (either with or without changes made as a result of community consultation) for a determination.

Since its gazettal in early 2011, Council has never sought to amend its LEP.  It should be pointed out that the proposal at hand does not necessarily seek to weaken the existing instrument, but rather allow additional permitted uses within selected zones to enable the growth and advancement of our communities.

HS5)
WALLACE/MIRROOL STREET (HORNBY) SUBDIVISION (S.16-03, SC499)

Background

As Councillors are aware work is being undertaken on the proposed ‘Hornby Subdivision’ which will ultimately provide 28 additional residential blocks within the north western corner of Coolamon. The proposed subdivision area currently consists of 2 land holdings, both owned by Council. These are known as ‘Hornby’ and ‘Doughty’, which refer to the names of the previous owners from whom Council acquired the land. In recent times the subdivision has simply been referred to as the Hornby Subdivision.

(
The attached Plan #1 indicates each holding in relation to the current subdivision proposal.

Each land holding currently has an approved subdivision, comprising a total of 18 lots. These were approved by Council in 2006 (Hornby – 13 Lots & Doughty – 5 Lots). 

(
The attached Plans #2 and #3 indicate the previously approved subdivisions.

It is noted that the subdivision approvals were kept separate due to headworks charges for 10 lots of the Hornby land having already been paid to the Northern Riverina County Council (NRCC, now Goldenfields) in 1992. This will be discussed further later in the report.

In order to formalise Council’s current proposal prior to commencing road construction and surveying, the 2 existing approvals are required to be amended. This has several implications that need to be addressed formally and documented, and will be discussed below.

GOLDENFIELDS WATER – HEADWORKS CHARGES

When Council acquired the Hornby land in 1992, an initial concept for a 10-lot subdivision was provided to the NRCC. In accordance with the NRCC’s requirements of the time, Council paid the headworks charges for water on 10 allotments.

Council purchased the Doughty land in 2005 with the intention of providing additional land that could be used for the adjoining Hornby subdivision. This land had one existing water connection which was maintained.

In 2006 prior to approving the new subdivision, Council advised Goldenfields of the headworks charges that were previously paid. At the time Goldenfields would only honour these previous payments if the Hornby and Doughty land were treated as 2 separate subdivisions. Accordingly, Council approved the 2 subdivisions separately and paid headworks charges for water on 3 additional lots for the Hornby land, and 4 additional lots for the Doughty land.

In order to amend the existing subdivision approvals to reflect Council’s current proposal and to satisfy the requirements of Goldenfields, headworks charges will need to be paid for an additional 10 lots (8 Hornby, 2 Doughty). The current headworks charge as set by Goldenfields is $7,429.00 per allotment (i.e. a total of $74,290.00). It is noted that Council has allowed $9,000.00 for water headworks charges per allotment in its previous estimates, in addition to the costs required to construct additional water mains.

Ultimately these costs are already known by Council. They are not new nor are they unforeseen, and are therefore already built into the costs of preparing the land.
Section 94 Requirements

In accordance with Council’s Section 94 Contribution Plan the development is subject to a payment of Section 94 developer contributions. Section 94 contributions are a levy placed upon developers to assist Council in providing/upgrading and maintaining road, drainage and open space infrastructure within a defined area.
As per the Plan the levy is indexed via CPI each year commencing 1st July. The current levy (as per Council’s 2015/16 fees and charges) stands at $2,596.00 per allotment.  It should be noted under the previous Development Approval, Council paid $32,915 in Section 94 Contributions.  There was no internal road under this Plan.  Because the Subdivision is now being amended to incorporate 28 lots instead of 18, Council would be required to pay an amended Section 94 contribution of $64,900.00. This is based upon the creation of 25 new lots (there are 3 existing lots across the 2 holdings).

In this instance however, Council finds itself in the unique situation of being the developer, the body responsible for the construction of the road and stormwater drainage as well as the consent authority. When Council have previously been in this situation (eg. Stinson/Booth Street), the Council of the time worked to a principle that it was not only constructing the required road and drainage infrastructure, but it would also be ultimately responsible for maintaining the infrastructure indefinitely. Therefore it is suggested that Council forego what would basically be an internal payment of Section 94 contributions in recognition of the extent of capital works (i.e. road building, drainage, etc.) that is being undertaken as part of the land release.

Current estimates indicate that Council is likely to be spending approximately $380,000 on roads and drainage for the proposed subdivision, which is significantly higher than what would be captured by the Contribution. This can be further justified via recognition that the arrangement still achieves the aims and objectives of the Plan as well as meeting future development and infrastructure needs in the immediate area.

SUMMARY

In order to formalise the current subdivision concept for the Hornby Subdivision Council need to consider the implications of both water provision and Section 94 Developer Contributions. The costs associated with the water have technically already been factored into the overall costings of the development, and therefore shouldn’t adversely affect the way the subdivision moves forward.

In terms of Section 94 Contributions however, Council must be mindful that it would stepping outside of an adopted statutory document used consistently with developers for the past 20 years. That being said, Council are in a unique position of being the developer, constructor and body responsible for the ongoing maintenance of the road and drainage infrastructure into the future. On account of this it would be considered fair and reasonable for Council to recognise its contribution of road and drainage provision as well as the ongoing maintenance attached to the infrastructure in lieu of paying a specific Section 94 contribution for DA 22/2006 and DA 23/2006 (as amended).

Since approval was granted the owner has since placed the land for sale.

Council are now in receipt of correspondence from the landowner seeking a review of the conditions of consent, specifically those relating to the kerb and gutter on Wallace Street and the additional bitumen sealing that this work would entail.  Additionally the owner is asking that Council share some of these costs or reduce them, as he believes that the cost associated with meeting the conditions are an impediment to the sale. Attachment No. 14
Prior to making a determination Council must take into account the following considerations:
1)
Conditions of consent are placed upon approvals to ensure that development does not have an adverse impact on the community and its surrounds.  In this case the requirement to provide kerb and gutter to the Wallace Street frontage is seen as being critical to this development for a number of reasons, including the need to adequately drain stormwater from a development that is of a higher density; to maintain and protect Council’s road asset which is likely to experience more traffic; and to enhance and maintain the Wallace Street frontage in light of this higher density development.

2)
Previous approvals for unit development within Coolamon have been subject to similar conditions.  At no point did Council waive or alter these conditions.  Doing so in this instance may create a precedent that makes it hard for Council to enforce similar conditions in future.

3)
All development involves some form of risk.  In this instance the applicant identified a potential market for units and received a conditional approval from Council to undertake the development subject to these conditions.  Whether or not a development will be successful financially is not a matter for consideration for Council during its assessment of a development proposal.  It is generally accepted that the developer will have undertaken a full cost benefit analysis of the proposal prior to lodging a development application/construction certificate.

4)
Whilst this Council prides itself on being pro-development, it has never ventured into the act of subsidising development.  It is standard practice for the developer to be responsible for all costs associated with their development.  This is no different to a request to subsidise the construction of a private road or to seek a reduction in sewer charges.

On account of the above it is not deemed suitable for Council to grant this request to alter its conditions and or share/subsidise the costs associated with the development.  It is in Council’s best long-term interest to maintain this stance, both in fairness to the developers who have already undertaken similar unit developments, as well as for developers who wish to undertake similar develop in the future.
The landholder was aware and accepted the condition prior to Council approval in 2013, Council have no justifiable reason to remove the conditions and therefore recommend that Council respond by advising that the conditions of consent will remain in place unchanged and that Council will not be contributing to or subsidising the cost of development.

COUNCIL REPORT – CARAVAN PARK CABIN CONSTRUCTION (C.01-03)

Councillors will recall from the February meeting that quotes were being obtained for the construction of a manager’s cabin at the Coolamon Caravan Park.

Council has received 3 quotations; 2 of which are based on Council’s own concept priced by local builders, whilst the third quote is from a manufactured home builder using one of their standard designs.

The quotes received are as follows:

The attached summary is a breakdown/comparison of allowances, inclusions and exclusions. Attachment No. 15
As noted above, the quotes provided by Paul Tokley New Homes & Reno’s and J Tokley Constructions are based on Council’s existing single-bedroom design. Time constraints and the absence of Council’s architect has meant that amendments to this design were not able to be made. As a result of this along with suggestions made by Councillors at the February meeting, an alternative was explored by way of a specialist manufactured home builder (Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing). The quote obtained was for a building with a similar footprint, however with an additional bedroom and a slightly larger verandah. However being an “off-the-shelf” design there is currently no allowance for an office space.

It is recognised that these prices are somewhat greater than what was originally quoted for the purposes of obtaining the Crown Lands Public Reserve Management funding. This has been attributed to design changes towards a floorplan that is more “fit-for-purpose”, slightly larger/comfortable and therefore slightly different construction methods. Substantial increases in material costs are also a factor.

On face-value the price from Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing is the lowest at $86,450.00. J Tokley Constructions was next at $88,993.50 (+$2543.50) whilst Paul Tokley New Homes & Reno’s was the most expensive at $95,761.00 (+$9311.00).

It is also important to consider the list of inclusions/exclusions for each quote. Considerations include:

· Paul Tokley New Homes & Reno’s and J Tokley Constructions have very similar inclusions/exclusions. The Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing option has a somewhat different list, however this is to be expected based on the different design and method of construction.
· Paul Tokley New Homes & Reno’s and J Tokley Constructions have an allowance for the office space (incl. a custom made office desk). Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing does not have this.
· Both floorplans are very similar in overall floor space (44m² v 46m²). The Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing design incorporates a second bedroom at the expense of a reduced living area.
· Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing does not include footings/piers.

It has also been suggested that savings could be made on several counts, including changing the painted weatherboard exterior to a horizontal colorbond cladding (this would also provide long-term maintenance savings), and opting for standard vanity and office desks rather than custom-made installations.

All builders have advised that if successful the cabin can be ready for occupation by 30 June 2016.

In determining which quote to accept, first Council will need to decide which plan/design best suits the intended function. It is suggested that the Council design would best meet this criteria as it incorporates an office space and provides a more generous living area. The Yarrawonga Manufactured Housing design does incorporate a second bedroom, however Councillors must consider whether this is actually needed given that the caravan park will itself be an option to house guests of the manager.

If the Council design is therefore regarded as the most functional, then Council must choose between either Paul Tokley New Homes & Reno’s or J Tokley Constructions. J Tokley Constructions is $6,767.50 cheaper than the quote provided by Paul Tokley New Homes & Reno’s, and both quotes offer similar inclusions/exclusions. On account of this it is recommended that Council accept the quote of $88,993.50 from J Tokley Constructions.

Collection of state-wide weed surveillance and management information - update

Local control authorities (LCAs) play a key role in the collection of weed management information
that can be used for planning at the regional, state and national scale. This requirement is
recognised in the NSW Biosecurity Act
(http://extranet.dpi.nsw.gov.au/weeds/homepage/biosecurity-act) and is a key deliverable of the
NSW Weeds Action Program.

As you will be aware the Department of Primary Industries (DP1) has been working closely with local
government to finalise the capability to upload local weed information to the NSW Biosecurity
Information System (BIS). To date the system has been tested with five LCAs across NSW. This data,
coupled with information provided by other land managers is critical to support decision making
about enforcement activities and prioritising future investment,

A key part of this process was the establishment of the NSW Weeds Metadata Standard
(hitp://extranet.dpi.nsw.gov.au/weeds/homepage/weeds-metadata-standard) which is an agreed
standard for the collection of weed data across NSW. Data submitted using this standard will be
captured in BIS and be used to prepare a variety of reports. These reports will ensure each
stakeholder has access to coordinated mapping information for weed management undertaken in
the regions and across the state.

Specifically, weed management data captured will be used to determine:
e Future NSW Weeds Action Program funding and resource allocation;
¢ Weed compliance standards across NSW; and
e Statutory plans for specific weeds under the Biosecurity Act.

The data specified in the NSW Weed Metadata Standard aligns to biosecurity activities such as
inspections, compliance, extension and control activities. This provides managers with the ability to
have a broad view of where we’ve been, what we’ve seen and what “we” (government and
landholders) are doing about weeds.

The use of the Metadata Standard provides a great deal of flexibility in how the data is captured in
the field. It is the individual LCAs discretion of what system suits the needs of their region and there
are a variety of existing systems or commercial options available.

Current situation

e The BIS is now operational and LCAs can commence reporting biosecurity activities using
the NSW Weeds Metadata Standard.




[image: image25.png]e Asdiscussed above, this is a key requirement of the NSW Weeds Action Program and all
regional projects have projected the costs of this capability into their programs.

¢ Some LCAs are more advanced in their planning for this implementation while others will
have to establish a suitable system for local data capture. All LCAs must be providing
compliant data by 5 August 2016.

Technical requirements and specifications
Reporting timeframes

Regular reporting of the agreed weed management activities must be carried out as prescribed by
the Metadata Standard and must be provided to DPI at a minimum, on a monthly basis using the
electronic import feed.

Electronic data feed to BIS
Electronic data feed to BIS will be provided in a CSV data format.

A CSV is a comma separated values file, which allows data to be saved in a table structured format.
CSVs look like a normal spreadsheet but with a .csv extension. CSV files can be used with any
spreadsheet program, such as Microsoft Excel, Open Office Calc, or Google Spreadsheets. View
sample file.

Electronic submissions of the CSV (NSW Metadata Standard compliant file) are to be emailed to
biosecurity.systems@dpi.nsw.gov.au for uploading.

WeedWise

Weed naming conventions will be consistent to the DPI application WeedWise, data extract to be
provided as part of the CSV data format file if required.

Implementation

1. For many council's this will require nothing more to be done than to contact their third party
vendors giving them authority to upload weed metadata to BIS.
