Delivery Programme 2013-2017 & Long Term Financial Plan
Over the four years of the Delivery Programme, Council’s total cash is expected to decrease by $1,784,000 whilst over the longer term of ten years there will be an increase in cash of $237,000.  This reflects the normal peaks and troughs that are experiences when budgeting over a longer term.

· Administrative Leave Entitlements – additional leave to account for additional sick leave taken during the year

· Election Expenses – total cost incurred for the election have come in under budget
· Ardlethan Flood Plain Study – both the income and expenditure have been reduced so that Council will fund $20,000 in this financial year.  The 2013/2014 budget will account for the receipt of $80,000 grant funding and matching expenditure of $80,000
· Fire Sundry Expenditure – the proposed relocation of NSW Fire & Rescue to Bruce Street will require a contribution by Council of $20,000
· Noxious Weeds – Additional grant income of $12,061 has been offset by additional expenditure of $20,000.
· Ardlethan Preschool Subsidy – the government recently announced a one off payment to Council which result in a total variance for the 2012/2013 financial year of $11,161
· Ardlethan Preschool Expenditure – additional employment costs have attributed to this variance of $9,666
· Other Community Services – resulting in the main from the 2012 Capture Coolamon Competition, it is anticipated that Council will have additional net expenditure of $3,050
· Swimming Pools – Maintenance & Capital Works – maintenance works have increased during the year as a result of capital works done at the Coolamon Pool over the past few years and in preparation for the works to be undertaken at Ardlethan.  This years total allocation has been expensed but to take advantage of the off season $40,000 is required in the current financial year to continue with the upgrades. · CECC alterations – As part of the closure of the Out of School Hours Service, Council staff identified that alterations to the “Caterpillar” room could be undertaken to allow additional children to be enrolled at the centre.  Council Staff have had plans drawn up and had the works costed to enable these alterations to come to fruition at an estimated cost of $25,000
· Coolamon Sewerage Electricity – additional pumping have resulted in this increase in electricity
· Sewerage Contributions – year to date $16,918 has been received in capital contributions for sewerage
· Ganmain Effluent Pond – due to competing priorities and negotiations with Office of Water this construction has been deferred to the 2013/2014 financial year.
· Allawah Care Fees – Council’s original budget was overstated by $20,000.  The income is affected by the resident’s pensioner and income status.
· Allawah Subsidy -  Council’s original budget was understated by $90,000.  This income is affected by the resident’s needs.
· Allawah Electricity – Council has been advised that it has not been issued with an account for the Dementia Wing for some time.  The additional expenditure is to cover the back payment of electricity.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01)

Noxious Weeds Officer Reports
· Mapping patrols continue along roads, lanes and weed harbours.  The overall weed situation in the three shires is low due to continuing dry weather.

· Coolatai Grass has had some regeneration with the few showers received in recent months with 12 plants removed from Rockview and 15 plants from Bethungra.

· Small outbreaks of Bathurst Burr on the Olympic Way and at Wantabadgery have been sprayed.

· A project to look at whether some species of native vegetation can look after themselves is about to commence.  The project is to be jointly carried out by a research team from the Agricultural Research Institute at Wagga Wagga DPI, RENWA and Coolamon Shire.  Following substantial rainfall, blocks of selected native vegetation species will be sown/planted at the site north of Marrar.  For the next five years, the progress of the trail will be regularly monitored as the native species come up against weeds.

· A proposal to modify some road reserves to allow boom spraying for the first time is gathering pact in Junee Shire.  A number of meetings have been held, all of which have been supportive of the idea.  The next step is to select which road reserves would be most suitable for the proposed work.  Following this, the selected reserves would be burnt to identify hazards that may need to be removed.  The final product of this proposal would see targeted weeds on the treated roads boomed rather than hand sprayed.  The anticipated savings, especially in time and labour costs, are expected to be much greater along with the cost of modifying the reserves as this should be a once-only job.

· The Noxious Weeds Officer attended an EARNWAG meeting at Holbrook.  Issues discussed including the upcoming Henty Field Days, next year’s weed conference at Corowa, local Land Services and ongoing Weed Action Plan.

Coolamon Shire Council has received many favourable comments from caravanners using the new facilities in Ardlethan including representatives from Caravanning Associations.  These comments have indicated that they would like Ardlethan to become an RV Friendly town and include a sullage dump point.

As has recently been discussed at Council level, the current septic system at the park is struggling to operate efficiently and requires regular pump outs.  Any additional load into this system would only increase this problem and therefore require a greater operational cost.
Council has budgeted for an aerated septic tank in this area to allow for the dispersal of water above ground onto parks and gardens.  As this is an aerated system and would be more efficient than the current disposal trench, any dumping of caravan waste would be detrimental to the operation of such a system.
Council will continue with the programme of replacing the septic tank with an aerated system.

At this stage the matter of an RV Friendly town is not seen as an important issue whilst the current level of use exists.
Further to this matter Council has received some anonymous complaints about the short term caravan stay, in particular allowing tents to set up and people staying too long.

Council really only needs to run the most recent flood over that model to validate its results. From there the majority of work will be based on mitigations issues. 

The next cheapest price was GHD who have the experience to do the work and a local knowledge of the region.  They are the most appropriate company when considering price, experience and delivery for this project.
In accordance with the Funding Program run by State and Federal Governments in relation to Flood Studies, Council must contribute towards this study. Council’s current budget has been for $38,000.00 towards this Program.

With the cost of the total project being approximately $100,000.00 and with some additional funding help from the Grant Allocation, Council is now required to only provide $20,000.00 towards this study.

As Council is only now selecting a tender to complete the work and with the lead-in time to commence the project, it is envisaged that this funding will need to be reallocated into next year’s financial budget.

Recommendation

That Council accepts the tender from GHD for the Ardlethan Flood Study.

RIVERINA ZONE BUSHFIRE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE (F.03-11)

At the last meeting of the above Committee held on 27th March, 2013, the Riverina Zone Village Work Plans were endorsed as an appendix to the Riverina Zone Bush Fire Risk Management Plan (BFRMP).
Council will recall that these original plans were presented to Council whereby concerns were raised over the liability of endorsing such plans and the extent of the work proposed. 

(
The original plans presented to Council on 15th November, 2012 have been altered with the work deemed as unnecessary removed.  The Bushfire Management Committee endorsed plans have been tabled for your information.
The Committee was advised that all of the work identified in these plans have been receiving funding and that for the short term this will continue.

After questions to the chair it was confirmed that should funding dry up then the responsibility of undertaking this work will be the land-owners responsibility.  Any liability associated with doing or not doing work will sit with the land owner.

As Council will need to allocate funding towards any work required, then they need to acknowledge this when endorsing such plans.  Should Council be unable to allocate such funding then they need to be aware of the risk exposure and liability.

The Committee was advised that the trigger inspection would be carried out by the RFS and that any proposed work would then be negotiated with the land owner.

It was advised that this was a living document and that changes could be made by successful negotiation with all parties.

It needs to be noted that the responsible person for Crown Land is the Manager of that land. Therefore if any Trust or any Council manages land on behalf of the Crown they are the responsible body.

Summary
Whilst Council acknowledges the need to safeguard communities, this needs to be undertaken in such a manner that can be managed both practically and financially.  At the moment the RFS are imposing a cost and liability onto Council without consideration of any ability to deliver this programme.  It currently is all covered under funding programmes but this may not continue.

DEVELOPMENT APPLICATION 06/2013 – 4 RESIDENTIAL UNITS - LOTS 3-4, DP 836550, 20 LOUGHNAN STREET, COOLAMON (PF1571/112
Council are in receipt of a development application to construct 4 residential dwelling units on the above mentioned property.

(
A copy of the proposal has been attached (inclusive of Plans and Statement of Environmental Effects). Attachment No. 6
In accordance with Council policy, the proposal was advertised to neighbouring landholders for 21 days. No responses were received during this period.

The application has been submitted after several pre-lodgement meetings between Council and the developer. These meetings identified the exact information Council would require with such an application when considering the potential development.  These discussion points have focused on matters including street amenity, character of the development, bulk and scale of the development compared with existing neighbouring parcels, parking and infrastructure provision. This is reflected upon the plans and within the statement of environmental effects. 

Matters for Consideration

Section 79C of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979 requires Council to consider several matters prior to determining an application. In this instance these matters include consideration of the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011, the likely impacts of the development on the surrounding area in terms of environmental, social and economic sustainability, the suitability of the site for the proposal, and the public interest.

· Compliance with the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011

The subject site is zoned RU5 – Village, as per the Coolamon LEP. In accordance with the land use table this type of development is not prohibited, however consent must be granted by Council. It should be noted that the proposal complies and fits within the objectives of the RU5 zone, specifically via the clauses “to provide a range of dwelling types and sizes” and “to promote the town of Coolamon as Coolamon’s primary urban centre”.

The site consists of a total area of 1890m², providing for an average of 472.5m² per unit; this is consistent with other similar developments. In order to allow a development of this density, the applicant would be required to undertake a Community Title Subdivision in accordance with clause 4.1 (4) of the LEP. It is noted that outside of the community title provisions, the maximum density allowable by the LEP would be one dwelling per allotment, with a minimum lot size of 800m². Nevertheless, the applicant has been advised of the community title requirements during the pre-lodgement process, whilst any approval that may be forthcoming would be conditioned accordingly.

· Potential Impact on the surrounding area

From a planning perspective, there are a number of specific factors that need to be considered. These are as follows:

· Street Amenity & Quality Design

The site is located towards the western end of Loughnan Street at the intersection of Wallace Street, therefore giving the development two distinct road frontages. The applicant has acknowledged this and has ensured that Units 1-3 each address a road frontage.

In terms of building setback, Council has generally required single detached dwellings that have been approved in the past to apply a front setback of 8m (primary setback), and an additional side setback of 3m (secondary setback) on corner allotments. In this proposal a number of factors have been applied to facilitate decreased setbacks, specifically 6m from the Loughnan Street frontage, and 5m from the Wallace Street frontage.

Firstly, setback is a principal factor applied to ensure uniformity throughout a streetscape, as well as limiting the impact of a developments perceived bulk and scale. Some areas have historically had reduced setbacks, and therefore Council discretion has previously allowed for reduced setbacks based upon precedent to ensure streetscapes continue to maintain a level of consistency. Upon assessment of the surrounding neighbourhood, it was found that the majority of residences within 150m of the subject site employed a front setback of between 5-6m. This therefore demonstrates precedent.

Secondly, as Unit 2 faces Wallace Street, its secondary setback from the Loughnan Street boundary could in theory be allowed as low as 3m. In order to achieve a 5m primary setback however, the applicant has proposed a trade-off by providing a 6m secondary setback from Loughnan Street. This has two distinct benefits; the Loughnan Street building alignment is maintained along the southern edge of the development, whilst the Wallace Street frontages and setback alignment tie-in much better with the existing homes in the immediate vicinity. Traffic and pedestrian visibility are also improved.

Finally, the NSW Housing Codes (Exempt & Complying Development) SEPP (i.e. Codes SEPP), although not applicable in this instance, now allows dwelling within the Coolamon Local Government Area to employ a minimum setback of 6m. Whilst the Codes SEPP may not apply to this development, the mere fact that decreased setbacks are now allowable under a State-wide planning instrument provides a degree of precedence amongst other infill development, and therefore should be at least noted for consideration in this proposal.

A landscape plan has also been provided as a means of ensuring a quality streetscape design outcome. The landscape plan also shows that a fence is not located along the corner associated with traffic vision and should help in balancing the streetscape.
· Infrastructure Provision

In terms of infrastructure, the applicant must consider the provision of vehicular access (inclusive of car parking), sewer and stormwater drainage, mains water, electricity and telecommunications, as per any usual development. 

As indicated by the site plan, access to each unit is proposed via a single driveway accessed via Loughnan Street. An allowance of 2 car parking spaces has been provided for Units 1 & 4 (3 bedroom units) and 1 car parking space each for Units 2 & 3 (2 bedroom units). Each of these parking spaces is absorbed via a lock-up garage incorporated into the floor plan of each unit. An onsite visitor parking space has been provided as has been required by Council on previous multi-unit developments. There is no indication of any proposed rear-lane access.

Presently kerb and gutter exists along the Loughnan Street frontage, terminating upon entering Wallace Street. From this point drainage is undertaken via an earth-formed table drain. Pre-lodgement discussions with the applicant have ensured that provision has been made for the extension of the kerb and gutter (and corresponding road-seal) for the Wallace Street frontage along the length of the development. The provision of kerb and gutter also allows for the adequate disposal of stormwater.

The site is serviced via an existing sewer connection provided as part of a previous subdivision. This connection however has been provided for use by a single dwelling. In accordance with Council policy, and in keeping with past multi-unit developments, the developer would be required to pay a headworks charge of $4500 for each additional connection.

The applicant is solely responsible for the provision of the remaining services (consisting of mains water, electricity and telecommunications. These services are considered essential, and are therefore required on each unit prior to the granting of any occupancy.

Further comments relating to infrastructure have been provided by Council’s Executive Manager, Engineering & Technical Services. These include:

i)
Ensuring that a detailed design of the proposed kerb and gutter is provided to Council for approval prior to construction. Such a design will be required to meet specific engineering & structural specifications;
ii)
The driveway access to be widened to 6m (up from 5m) to cater for 2-way traffic. It is noted that this requirement would interfere with the provision of the onsite visitor parking space, however, as the development is situated on a corner allotment it is felt that visitor parking can be adequately absorbed via on-street parking. The on-site space may therefore be removed;
iii)
All works requiring the excavation of either street or the rear laneway shall be reinstated at the expense of the developer;
iv)
Due to the fall of the site to the north, stormwater catchment measures to prevent flooding of Unit 4 are to be incorporated into the design of the driveway;
v)
All stormwater is to be discharged to the Wallace Street frontage. The rear laneway is to remain clear of any stormwater runoff from the site.

· Open Space

All units have been provided with adequate open space. As indicated via the landscape plan, each unit will have between 184m² and 298m² of liveable landscaped yard area. These open spaces have been designed with good solar access and usable space and are adequate for use.
· Suitability of the site for the proposal

The site is currently the only vacant site on Loughnan Street between Iverach Street and Cowabbie Street. Being a corner allotment allows the site to better absorb many of the issues often associated with multi-unit developments, such as the ability to provide adequate visitor parking on the street, together with the capacity of the development to address both street frontages. Crime prevention measures such as increased passive surveillance are an added benefit as a result of the site layout.

The site is also relatively close in its proximity to the Cowabbie Street commercial area, being slightly less than 400m to the west. In planning theory, this distance is considered more than adequate in terms of walkability and access to services such as shops.

As a whole, the site is generally regarded as being suitable for this type of development.

· The public interest

As indicated previously, this development was advertised to neighbouring landholders. No response was received by Council, indicating that opposition to the proposal is minimal, or non-existent.

Should the development proceed, it would add housing stock to a market that is limited in this type within the township of Coolamon.  The proposed location is close to the business district and therefore close to all services and a natural expansion from the town centre.

This could be seen as a positive in terms of community enhancement as it opens the town up to broader range of potential residents (such as self-sufficient retirees, university students, etc.) who may otherwise have had to look in a larger centre such as Wagga or Junee for similar housing opportunities.

Structural Assessment

At this point in time, the application is for development consent only. Should the application be approved, the applicant would be required to make application for a Construction Certificate for each of the proposed units. Construction Certificates may be applied for through Council, or a Private Certifier accredited by the NSW Building Professionals Board.

Conclusion

Whilst this type of development is not common within the Coolamon Shire, it is permissible, and therefore must be assessed accordingly. As indicated throughout the report, the applicant has held meetings with Council over an extended period to identify any potential issues prior to the lodging of the development application. This is chiefly reflected by way of nil responses being received following the period of notification.

Reasonable design concessions, such as lower setback distances, considered by Council in return for higher quality planning outcomes, such as having the majority of the units addressing a uniform street frontage are also seen as a major positive in this proposal.

It is therefore considered appropriate for Council to approve Development Application 06/2013 subject to conditions of consent to be tabled at the meeting.

Recommendation

Any proposed amendment to this plan must be submitted together with an amended BASIX Certificate and approved by Council before any work can occur.

ii.
Structural Engineers drawings prepared by a Practicing Structural Engineer of professional status in respect of:

a.
Structural steelwork.

b.
Slab design

c.
Roof trusses.

d.
Bracing detail.

3.
The applicant must provide details of the proposed kerb and gutter to Wallace Street along the land that bounds the subject development.

This is to be constructed to Coolamon Shire Council’s Standards for kerb and gutter construction.  Full details are to be submitted to and approved by Council’s Manager Engineering and Environmental Services prior to any Construction Certificate being issued.

4.
The following design elements are to be incorporated into the proposed development.  These include:

i.
Road access & internal driveway:

· A minimum access width of 5.0m is required.

· All driveway areas are to be of a concrete finish.

NOTE: The proposed vehicular access from the road network to the property boundary is the responsibility of the developer and is to be constructed at no cost to Council. All work undertaken between the driveway and the property boundary is to be done in accordance with Council’s specifications, with inspections undertaken by Council’s Executive Manager Engineering & Technical Services where required.

ii.
Kerb and gutter and associated road shoulder work:

Provision of a detailed design for Council consideration and approval prior to the commencement of construction. The design should incorporate the following aspects:

· A maximum fall of 4% from the existing road seal.

· Design of carriageway to be approximately 12.2m, aligned with the southern section.

· Standard barrier kerb & gutter design as per Council’s standard requirements.

iii.
Stormwater drainage and disposal

· All stormwater is to be discharged to Wallace Street through the proposed kerb. No stormwater is permitted to be discharged into the rear laneway.

· Each individual unit shall discharge its own stormwater runoff separately to ensure adequate drainage is maintained, and to eliminate any flows to neighbouring units and/or premises. No sharing of stormwater pipes between multiple units is permitted.

· Stormwater catchment measures are to be put in place on the internal driveway to prevent inundation of Unit 4.

DURING CONSTRUCTION – SITE MANAGEMENT

5.
Site signage shall apply, and must be erected on the site in a prominent, visible position, stating that unauthorised entry to the site is not permitted.  It should show the name of the builder or another person responsible for the site and a telephone number at which the builder or other persons can be contacted outside working hours.  Any structures erected to meet requirements of this condition must be removed when it is no longer required for the purposes for which it was erected.

Provision shall be made on site for the proper storage and disposal of waste such that no builder’s waste shall be left in the open.  Specific attention should be given to items which are subject to relocation by the action of wind, e.g. paper, sheets of iron, ridge capping, cement and lime bags and the like.

Building and construction materials, plant, equipment and the like are not to be placed or stored at any time on Council’s footpath or roadway.

10.
Where the soil conditions require, a retaining wall shall be installed in accordance with an approved structural design.  The design shall make adequate provision for drainage and must be submitted and approved by Council prior to any work on site.

DURING CONSTRUCTION – STRUCTURAL WORKS

11.
For the purpose of inspection, twenty-four (24) hours notice must be given to the Principal Building Surveyor in respect of the following works for reasons of required inspections:-

iii. Frame (including subfloor where applicable);

iv. Wet area waterproofing;

v. Stormwater;

vi. Final prior to occupation.

12.
All framework to comply with the National Timber Framing Code AS 1684 – 2006.

Plumbing and drainage installation and alterations shall be carried out in accordance with the provisions of the NSW Code of Practice for Plumbing and Drainage which adopts the National Plumbing and Drainage Code AS 3500, with NSW variations.

For the purpose of complying with these standards inspections shall be carried out:

1.
When all internal plumbing work is installed and prior to concealment.

2.
When all external plumbing work is installed and prior to backfilling.

DURING CONSTRUCTION – CIVIL WORKS

14.
All excavation works undertaken upon Council roads and laneways are to be undertaken following consultation with Council, and following the provision of the appropriate traffic management plans.

All backfilling of excavation work upon roads and laneways is to be undertaken using suitable a road-base material, compacted in layers (maximum layer depth of 300mm), with all re-establishment of pavement and seal to be at the developers expense.

Upon completion of the works, the nature strip is to be re-established to the requirements as specified by Council’s Facilities Maintenance Officer.

The completed nature strip is to consist of a smooth and even surface free of obstructions or trip hazards.

iii. Telephone services.  Prior to the release of the final plan of subdivision, the applicant shall submit to Council written notification from a recognised telecommunications carrier to confirm that arrangements have been undertaken to satisfy this condition.

19.
The final plan of community title will not be released until all construction work and other applied conditions and requirements have been satisfied or suitable arrangements have been made with Council.

PRIOR TO OCCUPANCY

20.
The applicant is to obtain an Occupation Certificate pursuant to Section 109C of the EP&A Act 1979, as amended, from either Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority at the completion of the works to certify that works have been completed in accordance with the applicable standards of this consent.

Provision of:

a smoke alarm system complying with Specification E1.7 of the Building Code of Australia; or

complying with AS3786 or listed in the SSL Register of   Accredited  Products; and

b.
where the building is provided with mains electrical power, connected to the mains and have a standby poser supply; and

c.
installed in suitable locations on or near the ceiling in:

i.
Any storey containing bedrooms:
* In a Class 1a dwelling: 

· between each area containing bedroom and the remainder of the dwelling, including any hallway associated with the bedrooms; or

· In each bedroom.

ii.
Any storey not containing bedrooms.

UPON COMPLETION A LICENSED ELECTRICIAN CERTIFIES THE INSTALLATION.

25.
The building is to be protected from attack by subterranean termites.  A notice showing full details of the termite barrier system complying with AS3660.1 – 1995 is to be submitted to Council BEFORE COMMENCEMENT OF WORK.

IT SHOULD BE NOTED THAT:

Council will not permit the use of hand held sprays for treatment beneath slab construction as the effective life of the treatment is limited.  To retreat the slab it is necessary to drill holes throughout the slab at 400mm centres and introduce fresh chemical.

COOLAMON FIRE STATION – RELOCATION TO 67 BRUCE STREET, COOLAMON (F.03-12)
Council has previously been advised of the negotiations with Fire and Rescue NSW (FRNSW) about the relocation of the existing Fire Station to 67 Bruce Street, Coolamon where the current RFS and SES sheds are located.  

Advice from FRNSW is that the Lease arrangement is taking longer than anticipated and in order not to delay construction of the Station a Licence Agreement has been provided that would allow FRNSW to occupy the site and commence construction.  

Council has previously endorsed the intentions of both Coolamon Shire Council and FRNSW to relocate the existing Fire Station that has become outdated and does not suit the requirements of the Fire and Rescue operations it is required to carry out.  

Council has previously offered to provide a level site on the subject land and provided the Licence Agreement is endorsed, will commence this process.
